When the unemploy-
ment rate was very” low; we cut it

and we drained money out the trust

fund over the last decade.”

system last year, Kentucky law-

makers made cuts in future benefits

to workers and increased employer
taxes. However, Bailey says, they
failed to address the issue of how

to pay the interest on money bor-

rowed from the feds.
