Kentucky was awarded $3 million in fiscal year 2011 for

three projects that will help limit the state’s impact in the

Gulf hypoxic zone. Another $500,000 will be provided
over the next four years through the state cost share pro-

gram for each of the three projects, according to the Di-

vision, and incentive payments totaling more than $25

million will be awarded to Kentucky landowners.

Kentucky watersheds with projects tied to the Missis-

sippi River Basin Initiative are the Licking River, Lower

atrial fibrillation

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Will you please discuss
heart fibrillation? I take a medicine for high blged pres-
sure. Medicines for atrial fibrillation made me. wild. I

also take warfarin for the fibrillation. I’d appreciate any
information you have. — M.L

ANSWER: Atrial fibrillation-is one of the most: com-

mon heartbeat irregularities. The atria are the two upper
heart chambers, the site of origin for the electric signal
coming from the heart’s inborn pacemaker and produc-

ing each heartbeat. Fibrillation is a rapid twitching of
the heart muscle. The atria are not contracting; they&#39;r

squirming. This decreases the heart&#39; pumping power.
More dangerously, it also Ieads to clot formation.

Blood stagnates in the squirming atria. Stagnated blood
clots. Those clots can b carried in the circulation to. a

brain artery, which they ‘block. That’s a stroke. That’s

why you take warfarin (Coumadin) — to prevent clot-

ting (anticoagulation).
.

Aging, high blood pressure, heart artery disease, heart
valve disorders and an overactive thyroid gland are some

of the things that lead to fibrillation.
The goals of therapy are to slow the heart, establish a

normal heartbeat and prevent a stroke. Sometimes, ’sim-
ply slowing the heart will restore normal heart pump-
ing without ending the irregular beat. Anticoagulation
(blood thinning) is still needed.

can’t mention all the medicines used to control fib;
there are too many. In place of medicines, a shock to the
heart sometimes can restore a normal beat. Heart spe-

cialists also use a technique called ablation. They thread
into the heart a special catheter that has the capability of

creating tiny scars with radio waves or ultrasound waves

or by freezing tissue. The scars form an impenetrable
barrier to the renegade electric signals causing fibrilla-

tion.
