Program allows high school

students to earn college credit
LEXINGTON — Ina global econ-

omy where a well-paying job demands

a high-quality education, Governor
Steve Beshéar announced Friday that

high school students may earn college
credit under a new agreement among

three state education partners.
“This agreement moves Kentucky

closer to a seamless education sys-
tem that prepares every graduate fora

successful career,” Gov. Beshear said

“And it helps us motivate students to

stay in school by increasing the rel-

evance of their coursework, which
allows them a direct path to a broad

~

range of opportunities.”
The college credit agreement is

a partnership among the Kentucky
Education and Workforce Develop-

ment Cabinet’s Office of Career and
Technical Education (OCTE), the

Kentucky Department of Education

(KDE) and the Kentucky Commu-

nity and Technical College System
CKCTCS).

The agreement, one of the recom-

mendations. of the Governor’s Task
Force on Transforming Education in

Kentucky, will allow students in high
school to earn both high school and

college credit for approved career ‘and
technical education courses and gen-

eral education courses. It was signed
by Kentucky Education and Work-

force Development Sccretary Joseph
U. Meyer, Kentucky Education Com-

missioner Terry Holliday and KCTCS
President Michael B. McCall. It will

be implemented for dual credit cours-

es beginning fall 2012.

While these agencies have worked

together for many years, this initiative

marks the first time the three have

partnered to provide dual credit op-
portunities for students in one com-

prehensive agreement.

A recent editorial out of Lexington asked an important

question for those of us in Eastern Kentucky What Ss next

after the coal’s gone?
For decades now Eastern Kentucky has, for the most

part, survived by a steady flow of coal from our mountains.

By and large, we haven’t bothered to build any other sus-

tainable industries. Sure, we’ ve come a long way, and min-

ing coal is a much better and safer vocation than it used to

be, but at some point that resource is going to disappear
from our mountains.

And what then? Simply put, we don&#39 know any
than our counterparts in Lexington do

We have a few officials on both the local and state levels

working to transform our mountains into a tourist destina-

tion, and there has been some limited success in Harlan and

Knott counties. Even so, both counties, like most of the re-

gion, are not being spared the downfalls of the recession.
Adventure tourism has promise, especially if counties

can work together to draw people to our region to show
them what we have to offer. But even at its full potential it
won’t produce the kind of jobs needed to fill the void when

our coal finally does run out, or when federal regulation
prevents us from mining it all together.

As a région we failed to capitalize on the promise of the

Internet, our manufacturing base is lackluster and if current

projections hold, here , County, we&#39; lose a qu
of our population over the next four decades while urban

centers like Lexington and Louisville will continue to grow.
Here in Eastern Kentucky we&#39;ve got a lot of promise

We always have. But it will take a concerted effort by more

than a few to reverse current trends that show our region is
in a state of decline. First, and perhaps most importantly.

we have got to get a handle on our ongoing drug problem.
In a close second, we must find something to replace

coal. We’re already an energy-producing state, and here in

this region we should be looking at other ways to capital-
ize on current energy trends such as biofuels. Mountaintop

removal mining has left us with acres of fiat land that could
be used to grow a variety of flora to achieve that end. We

should be taking advantage.
‘oal is a political hot button right now, and in this region

it’s a popular thing to support for obvious reasons. But at

some point we need to look long term, and there’s no better
time than now.
