breakthrough in research at
the University of Kentucky
could lead to significant im-
provements in. carbon cap-
ture technology.

State officials joined UK
representatives last  week
to announce funding  to
scale up the technology’s
research, which uses algae
to capture carbon dioxide
from coal-burning power

plants and convert it to bio-

mass.
The technology is so
promising that the Ken-
tucky Energy and Environ-
ment Cabinet is commit-
ting nearly $1.3 million
over two years for the UK
Center for Applied Energy
Research (CAER) to dem-
onstrate the process at East
Kentucky Power Coopera-
tive’s Dale Power Station
in Winchester, Ky. EKPC
is contributing in-Kind costs
to the project estimated at
$75.000, and UK is provid-
ing a 13,663 cost share
“It's imperative that we
find ways to use our abun-
dant resourc
environmentally
manner to affordably
vide the growing
for encrgy in
Gov. Beshear said “Our
success in achieving this
goal will truly benefit Ken-
tucky’s citizens, businesses
and industries.

Once the system is
installed, the entire bank of
tubes will equal the length
of a football field. Algae
and water flow continuous-
ly through the tubes, with

no water loss. The algae
are continuously harvested
by sedimentation. This is a
siinple, inexpensive process
where the algae settle in a
tank and are then rcmovcd
as a thick paste.

“East Kentucky Power

When the General Assembly over-
hauled the state’s postsecondary sys-
tem in 1997, it set some ambitious
goals to reach by the year 2020

The truth is, we have come a long
way since then, but we still have a way
to go to fully achieve what my legisla-

Overall, the big picture is a positive
one. From 2000 to 2010, the percent-
age of adults 25 to 64 in Kentucky
who have at least an associate’s de-
gree went up from 24 percent to a little
more than 30 percent. No other state
saw a bigger leap.

This news is ewv
taking a closer look hat’s because
this gain was driven in part by the
vounger end of the spectrum, indic
ing a brighter future, and by the fact
that Census figures show most of this
progress was accomblished by those
who have called Kentucky home for
most of their lives. In other words, we
have truly earned it.

Another area where- Kentucky
leads the nation is the increase in col-
lege students getting their bachelor’s
degrees within six years of starting.

This figure went up almost nine per-
cent in a decade’s time, which enabled
us to move from 44th to 35th among
the states in this category.

Our ranking is much higher when
looking at the value we get from each
postsccondary dollar. We are in the
top IS in this area, but the hope is that_
we can break into the top 10 by mid-
decade

We also do well in the number of
degrees awarded in the science, tech-
nology. engineering. math and health-
related fields. Nearly a third of the
degrees and credentials awarded each
year fall in one of these areas, about
17,000 overall, but the plan is to boost
that by another 2,000 over the next
few years.

While there have been some signif-
sicant gains, there are challenges, too.
Just two-thirds of high school gradu-
ates, for example, meet statewide
standards in English, math and sci-
ence. We hope to get that up to about
80 percent by 2014.

The nation’s economic downturn,
meanwhile, has unfortunately added
another road block for those wanting
10 go 1o college

In 2009-10, more than 63 000 peo-
ple who qualified for state grants set
aside for low-income families did not
recejve assistance because there was
not enough funding. That’s a dramatic
increase from the 38,000 in the year
before.

One thing in our favor is the great-
er use of technology that lets students

take classes that might otherwise be
unavailable due to lack of time or ac-
cess.

About 14 percent of college credits
are now earned online, which is more
than double the total from just five
years ago. If all goes well, nearly a
fifth of all credits will be awarded this
way within the next few years.

Another positive factor on our
side was announced early this month,
when Kentucky received $27 million
in federal funding to help up to 10,000
seventh graders be better prepared
for college as they move through
school;- it’s the third grant the state
has received over the years. Nation-
ally, those students who benefit from
this program attend a postsccondary
school at a higher rate than their peers
who didn't take part.

And that, hopefully, will help us
continue building on our growing
enrollment, which has begun to slow
somewhat. This fall, there are about
277.000 students taking a class at a
postsecondary school in the Common-
wealth, which includes public-and pri-
vate institutions alike. For compari-
son, that’s only 5,000 less than Fayette
County’s total population. :

As all of these figures show, the
last decade has essentially matched
the lofty goals from 1997, but this
last leg to 2020 is the steepest climb
yet. Nevertheless, I am confident we
can make it, and from there, we will
set the course to do even more in the’
years that follow.

16 people —including three
members of a West Van
Lear family.

The indictments were
the result of information
obtained through undercov-
er_efforts that began early
this year. Cases involved

pills intluding Oxycodone,
Percocet, Hydrocodone and
rcet.

Law enforcement of-
ficials attempted to serve
most of the arrest warrants
during a roundup held Fri-
day, October 21.

“I think it went very
well,” said Johnson County
Shenff Dwayne Price, not-
ing the value of inter-agen-
cy cooperation in building
the drug cases.

“The drug problem is
too difficult for any one
agency to handle by them-
selves,”, Price stated. “We
need every agency we can
get, plus help from the pub-

The Pharoahs wore

The
aligned fibers are then
formed into a long braid-
like material called *‘sliv-
which becomes the
basic material for spin-
ning yarns.

But during the last cen-
tury, some.folks began to
branch out into making
fabfics known as “non-

wovens”
sheet.
These nonwoven:fa

ing yarns. Instead,

flat, porous sheets’ of fa
ric ‘are mostly made- by,
tangling up or somehow.
