Beshear and Williams develop deeper divisions in
final debate, as Galbraith plays off their contrasts

Steven Vanover kept. quiet
and too himself during his
time as a student employee
at Carl D. Perkins Job Corps
Center in Prestonsburg. But
his quiet ways said very lit-
tle of the determination that
moves beneath that calm
surface.

“I asked J.D. (Hall) if he
was hiring.”

charges of theft, exploitation
of a vulnerable adult and in-
come tax fraud.

James F. Tacken, 69, of
Jenkins, entered the guilty
plea Tuesday in Letcher Cir-
cuit Court,” where he was
scheduled to stand trial.

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been kept out of the coun-
try through testing hors-
es for infection before
they’'re allowed into the
United States, and by not
allowing infected animals
to enter.

But in recent years,
the situation has begun
to “darken,- ‘with sporadic
cases of EP here and there.
Then in October 2009, the
storm broke: A mare on a
ranch in Kleberg County,
Texas, turned up with
clinical signs of infection
with equine plroplasmo-
sis. In case you’re.inter-
ested, those can _include
poor appe(i:e, weight loss
and even death. And hors-
es aren’t the only victims;
EP also can affect all other
equines, including don-
keys, mules and zebras'(in
case you're keeping a ze-
bra in your backyard).

Investigation and test-
ing of the situation on the
Kleberg County farm con-
firmed the original case in
the mare. and even more
alarming, identified more
than 290 additional infect-
ed animals on that ranch.

The disease is caused
by a microbe, Theileria
equi, and is transmitted by
ticks, so the first step to
getting the Texas outbreak
under control was identi-
fying which tick species
transmitted the microbe to
the mare.

Only two U.S. tick spe-
cies, Dermacentor varia-
bilis and Rhipicephalus
microplus, had previously
been shown experimental-
ly to be vectors of T. equi.
But the ARS scientists on
the case unmasked a third
guilty party

Their investigation re
vealed that cayenne
tick, Amblyomma cajen
nense, was the predomi-
nant tick species on the
horses at that troubled
Texas ranch. This was
something of a surprise,
because that species
hadn’t previously been
shown to be an effective
vector of the microbe.

But the scientists col-
lected adult cayenne ticks

onto a non-infected horse,
and the cayenne ticks did
indeed transmit the mi-
crobe- -

The next question was,
how could horses in a geo-
graphic arca previously
considered ‘‘clean’ come
down with the infection?
The scientists suspect that
a diagnostic test widely
used to screen horses be-
ing omoved internation-
ally somehow missed the
mark, allowing the entry
of: infected horses. The
good news is that there’s
a newer, better test called
cELISA that has enhanced
detection’ of horses that
are persistently infected

For all you horse-lovers
out there, there’s a happy
ending to thHis story: The
ARS scientists are treating
some of those South Texas
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. horses with a medication
called imidocarb dipropi-
onate. The scientists have
shéwn in laboratory tests
that this particular: drug
not only cures the infected
animal, but keeps it from
being a carrier that can in-
fect other horses.

The big news, of
course, is the- discovery
that the cayenne tick can
play a role in the spread of
this - devastating disease;
thus tipping off ranchers
and horse traders to keep
their eyes open for it. So
no more free ride for the
cayenne tick! .
