Over the last few decades, Kentucky
has gained a well-earmed reputation
for its groundbreaking work in
science and technology.

We will forever be home to the
world’s first self-contained artificial
heart and the nation’s first hand
transplant, for example, and two
of our researchers were behind the
world’s first 100 percent effective
cancer vaccine.

We've taken the lead on Alzheimer’s
disease research — -the University
of Kentucky is home to one of
the country’s 10 original centers
dedicated to finding a cure — and

-helping paralyzed victims through the

University of Louisville’s Spinal Cord
Injury Research Center, one of just 12
nationwide.

A key reason behind our success
can be traced to the Bucks for Brains
program that the General Assembly
created about a dozen years ago. Since
then, $410 million have been awarded
to our colleges and universities, which
have . provided a dollar-for-dollar
match through private donations.

The state also offers money through
several other programs designed to
foster growth in high-tech jobs, and
we set aside a portion of our annual
tobacco setilement payments for lung
cancer research. Earlier this year,

Excuse me, but could you
direct me_to the Garden of
Eden?

Strange though it secems,
there are some pretty firm
ideas about where, on this
earth of ours, the Garden
of Eden actually reposed.
Some think it was at the
headwaters of the’ Tigris
and the Euphrates rivers
in ancient Mesopotamia
(what we now know as
lmq_) others argue for the

n Gulf or somewhere
mA rica.

Some archeologists,
including the noted Richard
Leakey, believe that Kenya i
the “cradle of mankind,
its known that hominids,
the family of creatures that
indludes humans,  lived in
Kenya as long as 2.5 million
years ago.

In fact Leakey himself
discovered, in 1984 at
Lake Turkana—a lake in
Kenya's Great -Rift Valley—
the skeleton of a Turkana
boy from - 1.6 million
years. ago. The boy was
classified as either Homo
erectus or Homo ergaster;
Homo ergaster, although
now extinct, is believed
to be the direct ancestor
of later versions of Homo,
including omo sapiens
(that’s us!).

T've never been to Kenya, -

but friends who have visited
there tell me that they
could easily imagine itas a
Garden of Eden. But just as
the original Garden of Eden
had its -troublemakers, so
too are there natural threats
in “modern . Kenya—for
example, Rift Valley fever.

. According to the ‘World
‘Health . O ion, this
virus -was first- identified
in 1931 among sheep in
Kenya’s ' Rift .

could be suitable hosts.

Of course, mosquitoes
aren’t the only creatures
that spread devastating
disease; ticks are another
prime culprit, and their
goings-on_ are the basis
for another important
collaboration between
the scientists of ARS and
those at Kenya’s ILRI. ARS

scientists from -Pullman,
Wash., have teamed with
ILRI researchers to work
on developing a vaccine to
prnt(‘cl cattle against East

st fever. a devastating
dlsnﬂsr in eastern and
central Africa.

They're studying
the  tick Rhipicephalus
appendiculatus, which
transmits Theileria parvz
the parasite responsible for
East Coast fever. But the
focus of the AR “ientists’
work is Texas cattle fever,
so what’s the connection?
It turns out that the
parasites behind  the two
diseases, and the ticks that

smit those parasites,
a o similar that proteir
that are identified in one
parasite-tick system can
also be studied in the other.

Toward that end, the
scientists have developed
a test that detects parasite
DNA in ticks. They used
tick populations that were
produced at ILRI to have
different  susceptibilities.
Two different strains of
ticks—the Mugaga and the
Kiambu—were . compared.
The Mugaga ticks had alow
level of parasitic infection,
whereas the Kiambu ticks
were highly susceptible.
