Clark alleges that he was on the
scene with the child for 15 minutes
before contact was made with the
mother. Clark described the outside
temperature as near freezing.

They know their counties,
their roads, their equipment,
and the material they use.
They know what to use;
how much to use, and when.
Many of them drive salt
trucks and snow plows on
the very roads where they
live. They do everything they

‘ can to make sure the roads

are free of snow and ice as

quickly as possible, because -
they know fusthand the ’

dangers of a slow response
time when there is a weather
emergency.”
District 12 has 10
maintenance garages in seven
counties: one each in Letcher,
Lawrence, Knott,
and Johnson counties; two
in Floyd County (Allen and
Minnie), and three in Pike
County (Canada, Shelby, and
Phelps). Each garage has two
crews. “We cover our roads
24 hours a day during snow
or any other type of weather
emergency. But we have to
do it safely and make sure
our people get enough rest so
that they are alert while they
are on the job,” Slone said.
“We have schedules designed
to reduce driver fatigue.
Plus we have excellent
communications. Drivers
contact their maintenance
facility by radio before
crossing major mountains.
We pretty much.know where
every driver is at all times.
This is critical in the event
of any kind of mechanical
breakdown or accident.”
District 12 coordinates
the efforts of the garage:
from a central operations
headquarters in the Pikeville
District Office building. This
office is directly linked to the
Kentucky ransportation
binet's weather emergency
control center in Frankfort.
“Snow and ice covered
roads are more than an
said
Westfall-Holbrook.  “There
is the potential for huge
economic. losses, injuries
from crashes, as well as loss
of life. Across the
accident rates risc as much as
1300% during a significant

weather  situation.  That
means for every one crash
during dry weather, there are
1300 during winter weather
events.”

°  She reminded people to
be especially cautious during
winter driving. “Give a
wide berth to snow removal

-equipment. Please don’t try

to pass a snow plow. If it is
safe, the plow will pull over
and let you pass,” she said.
She pointed out that drivers
should not use cruise control

“We can’t remove snow from
the roadway when we have
to work around .vehicles
that are illegally parked
on state rightof-way. We
1pprecmte everyone keeping
in mind that safety is our
farst priority, and it should be
yours, too.”

‘When winter weather hits,
the best practice is to stay at
home if you can, or at least
wait until mid-moming to
get out, after crews have had
time to cover all their routes
and the salt has had time to
work.
