This week, Steve Beshear is being
formally sworn into his second term
as governor, kicking off what is
Kentucky’s 59th inauguration.

While the governor is often the
most well-known official in the state —
like presidents, their tenures serve as
guideposts to our history — the truth
is that few of our past leaders are well
known beyond the counties named in
their honor.

This week is a good time to learn a
little more.

Much has been written, for
example, about our first — and fifth —
governor, Isaac Shelby. He was a well-
regarded war hero, serving in both
the Revolutionary War and the War
of 1812. He even led the Kentucky
militia in battle while governor, a
move that earned him a Congressional
Gold Medal.

Though he spent eight years
as governor, it did not appear to
leave a lasting impression., because
he dedicated all of one line in his
autobiography to that time in his life.
Another interesting side note is that
his eldest daughter. one of 11 children,
married Dr. Ephraim McDowell, the
father of abdominal surgery who is
now recognized with one of the five
statues in the Capitol Rotunda.

Kentucky’s second governor,
James Garrard, was the first to
serve two consecutive terms — and
the last because of a change in the
Constitution. It wasn’t until voters
amended that in 1992 that a governor
could run for re-election, a provision
that enabled Governor Paul Patton to
run again in 1999.

Governor Garrard  was  also’
the first to live in the Governor’s
Mansion, which was later set aside for
lieutenant governors. Now operated
by the Kentucky Historical Society,

Our third governor, Christopher
Greenup, was one of Kentucky’s
two original members to the U.S.
House of Representatives, and the
fourth, Charles Scott, was George
Washington's chief of intelligence.
The fifth, George Madison, was a
cousin of President James Madison
and was also the first of five Kentucky
governors to die in office. *

Governor James Turner Morehead,
who served in the 1830s, was the first
native-born governor, and Governor
Preston Hopkins Leslie, who was
elected in the 1870s, went on to
become governor of the Montana
Territory. Though achieving this rank
twice in different areas is undoubtedly
rare if not unique, it's worth noting
that he is one of more than 100
Kentuckians who went on to become
governors in other states.

Another distinction Kentucky holds
is that William Ggebel remains the
only governor in the nation to be
assassinated in office.

He was shot outside the Old State
Capitol in 1900 and sworn into office
on his deathbed following a hotly
contested (‘Ie(tiun

His successor, Governor John
Crepps '\kahffe Beckham, is worth
remembering not only for serving in
that contentious time but also because
his home in Bardstown is known
as -the Home of Three Governors.
His . grandfather, Governor Charles
Anderson Wickliffe, lived there, as
did another close relative who later
became governor of Louisiana.

While most of our chief executives
were attorneys, there have been a

couple of physicians, a teacher and a -
journalist, but only one — Governor -

Martha Layne Collins — who was a
woman. The longest stretch between
terms easily belongs to Governor
James B. McCrearv. He was first

are buried in the Frankfort cemetery

that overlooks the Capitol, while
only five are buried outside of the

Commonwealth.

In that regard, Governor Simon
Bolivar Buckner truly came full circle.
He died in the very same room he had
been born in 91 years earlier.

Although Kentucky did .not join
the South during the Civil War, it did
have a provisional government, with
Bowling Green serving as capital.
Two . governors were chosen during
that time.

In another interesting twist with
ties to that era, the same architect

who designed the Old State Capitol -

— Gideon Shryock — also designed
the Jefferson County Courthouse.
He made it large enough that it, too,
could serve as a capitol if the General

Assembly ever chose to move, the

capital from Frankfort to. Louisville.
Though' that never happened, the
legislature did spend a brief time in
that building in 1862.

These . are just some of the
interesting facts about our governors,
but there are numerous books ‘about
them for those wanting to learn more.
For a shorter refresher course, the
‘Thomas D. Clark Center for Kentucky
History in Frankfort has the Toyota
Kentucky Hall of Governors, which
features a wealth of information and
artifacts.

. On a personal note, I want to take
a moment to say how much I enjoyed
speaking with students last week at
several schools across the county.
‘This was part of a national program
that brings state legislators into the
classroom to discuss the importance
of civics and getting - involved in
government, and I am proud to say
that Kentucky is one of the -top 10
states that participate.

Sandhill crane season set
for Kentucky hunters

FRANKFORT
Kentucky’s sandhill
hunting  season,
opens Dec. 17, will be
the first modern-day
opportunity .in the state to
hunt these migratory birds.

A total of 332 hunters,
96 percent of whom are
Kentucky residents, were
selected by lottery drawing
to participate in  this
inaugural season.

Hunters are busy making

preparations,

where to hunt,

a decoys,

inuldmg blinds and getting
other gear ready.

Hunters with experience
in waterfowl hunting will
have their skills tested

calling and decoying
birds. Decoying sandhill
cranes into gun range -is
considered the ultimate
challenge of migratory bird
hunting as sandhill cranes
are extremely wary, with
keen eyesight and an ability
to spot unnatural looking
decoy spreads.

The daily behavior of
sandhill cranes is similar
to Canada geese. They like
to roost and loaf in shallow
water and on mudflats, and
feed in agricultural fields.

With any new hunting
opportunity there’s a
learning curve.

“It takes a while for hunters
to figure where to go, and
the most effective hunting
strategy.”

Kentucky's two-day
bear season, held in parts
of Pike, Letcher and
Harlan counties in early
December, is the best
example. “Interest has
increased since hunters
have had success at finding
and harvesting bears,” said
Karen Waldrop, director of
wildlife for Kentucky Fish
and Wildlife.

The sandhill
is a transient visitor to
Kentucky whose numbers
have increased dramatically
since the 1970s.
count of the
population numbered about

2,000 birds.

There are several distinct
populations  of  sandhill
cranes in the U.S., three
of which are already being
hunted. The largest, the
mid-continent population
of sandhill cranes, which
breeds in Canada . and
winters in Texas, has been
hunted since 1961. Last
season, 13 states in the
western U.S. and three
Canadian provinces had
sandhill crane  hunting
seasons.

Kentucky’s sandhill
crane season will continue
through Jan. 15, 2012,
or until hunters take 400
cranes, whichever comes
first.

Successful applicants are
required to complete and
pass an online identification
exam before receiving a
permit. Each permitted
hunter may take up to two

crane

sandhill - cranes. Hunters
must use the department’s
Telecheck system to
register each crane on the
day the bird is taken.

Sandhill cranes migrate
through Kentucky twice
a year.. along a corridor
bounded roughly by
Henderson in the west
and Lexington in the
east. In fall, the birds that
stop over. in Kentucky are
migrating © southward to
their wintering grounds
in southern Tennessee,
Georgia and Florida.

“Kentucky is a
stop on the
crane’s migration
to its breeding
said  Rocky
migratory  bird
coordinator for Kentucky
Fish and Wildlife. “Hunting
activity in December and
early January will not
affect wildlife viewing
opportunities on Barren
River Lake in early
February, when the largest
number of birds stop over
in Kentucky.”™

Biologists believe
sandhill cranes congregate
at Barren . River Lake
because thousands of acres
of mudflats are exposed at
winter pool. Major .roost
areas of Barren River
Lake have been closed by
regulation to sandhill crane
hunting, in an effort to
maximize wildlife viewing
opportunities.

Dates afid bag limits for
all migratory bird hunting
seasons are reviewed by
the flyway councils and
approved by the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service.

Magic seeds — and
no pesky giant

Reader advisory: Any
resemblance between a
well-loved fairy tale and the
story you're about to read is
completely intentional!

Once upon a time, there
was a farmer; we'll
him Peter (for a very good
reason—that’s his name).
In 1980, Peter moved to
Wisconsin and bought a
320-acre farm on which he
planned to raise beef cattle.

Peter also bought a sack
of grass seed. Now, if you're
going to raise .cattle, it’s
a good idea to have some
grass growing somewhere,
so this probably isn't
surprising. . Peter wanted
to plant ryegrass, because
he'd seen the virtues of
ryegrass when he lived in

Oregon and worked for a
seed company.

The person who sold
him the grass seed
suggested something called
festulolium (yes, it takes a
few tries to get that one to

‘' roll off the tongue easily).

That’'s a type of ryegrass
(from the Lolium family)
that had been bred in

_Europe to contain some

genes from meadow fescue,
which is from the Festuca
family.

So Peter took the
merchant’s word for it, and
planted the festulolium. His

King’s Daughters Medical Center has been awarded a Sa-
cial Innovation Fund grant for $12-4,548 by the Foundation
for a Healthy Kentucky.

The grant is focused on improving access to health ser-
vices, reducing health risks and disparities, and promoting
health equity in Kentucky communities. The grant is one of
five Social Innovation grants announced recently.

“The Social Innovation Fund grant recipients are commit-

‘The King's Daughters grant will be used
to provide mobile health services to
nearly 1,500 residents annually in eight
rural castern Kentucky counties, said
Jane Blankenship, executive director of
the King’s Daughters Health Foun-
dation.

The demand for mobile health services has grown deamati-
cally, Blankenship nated. "Our aging ‘population, rising gas
prices, and the economic downturn have all contributed to
the growth,” Blankenship noted. “For many of those we serve,
the free screenings, education and assessments we provide
on the mobile unit are their only connection to healthcare”

‘The Health Foundation is currently mising funds to sup-
port the purchase of two mobile health units at a total cost
of $700,000. The first of the units, the King’s Daughters
Auxiliary Mobile Health Unit, arrived in November and was
named in honor of a $150,000 pledge from the medical cen-
ter’s Auxiliary.

The Social Innovation Fund grantwill be used to purchase
diabetic and cardiac screening equipment for the second mo-
bile health unit, which is scheduled for delivery in December.
