audit.

During their regular meeting Monday
night, members of the city council

reviewed the audit, which showed the

city generated $92,356 more in general
fund receipts than had been budgeted,
and $444,245 more in revenue across all

accounts.

But CPA David L. Garrett, with Jones,
Pack and Associates, which reviewed

the city’s books, told council members

his firm noted several areas where

improvements should be made. Most

seriously, from a fimancial perspective
as well as a legal one, was the fact that
the city is not paying its health insurance

premiums on time. =

“There is one issue that’s been an isdit
for two years in a row — health insurance

_

is being paid late,” Garrett said.
i

The audit notes that although
insurance premiums are being withheld

from employee paychecks, the city paid
the premiums late on several occasions.
This puts the city’s health policies at risk

of cancellation and could make the city
legally liable for employees’ medical bills,
the audit adds.

Other concerns raised in ‘the au
include:

° The city has inadequate segregatio
of duties in accounting to provide

assurance that assets and financial
records are being safeguarded. The audit

notes this is largely due to the city’s
small size and budgetary constraints.

In answering the finding, the city notes

hiring additional staff is not possible, but

that additional control features would be

implemented.
° Several checking accounts did not

have sufficient supporting documentation
to support deposits being made: The.
city responded by saying that all checks

are now being scanned and sav into-a

computer.
