Southeastern’ Conference and also played
in the league, will ‘be the wide receivers
coach and passing game coordinator for the

Wildcat football feam, Coach Joker Phillips
has announced.

Washington’s most direct tie with UK

coaches is through his 11 seasons on the
‘Tennessee staff when he coached with cur-

.

rent Wildcat offensive coordinator Randy
Sanders. Washington has not coached with

Phillips but is acquainted with.the Wildcat
leader.

“I-met Pat when we crossed paths dur-
- ing recruiting and was impressed with his

professionalism,” Phillips said. “He has.out-

standing coaching ability and enthusiasm
for the Southeastern Conference.”

Washington and Sanders were together
at Tennessee from 1995-2005. The Volun-

teers posted a 105-31 record that featured

10 bowl appearances - three Citrus Bowls,
two Fiesta, Peach and Cotton Bowls, and

one Orange Bowl.

Washington also helped Tennessee earn

four trips to the SEC Championship game.
A win in the 1998 title tilt propelled UT to

the Fiesta Bowl, where the Volunteers dis-

patched Florida State 23-16 to cap an unde-
feated national championship season.

During his term at Tennessee, Washing-
ton produced a string of notable receivers
such as Joey Kent, Marcus Nash, Peerless

Price, Cedrick Wilson, Donte’ Stallworth
and Robert Meachem. Nash, Stallworth and

first-round draft picks and all six players en-

joyed NFL careers. Kent, Nash, Wilson and
Price still remain, respectively, as the top
four pass catchers in school history.

Navy showers, EK rand ALEXI
Sandy Miller Hays

Call me silly, but I just can’t leave the water running
while I’m brushing my teeth.
I know, I know, there are a lot of people who do that just

from force of habit. But watching that water run down the
drain for no good reason makes me feel so guilty, so waste-

ful—the amount of water that I can waste in the two min-

utes it takes to brush my teeth might be an entire family’s
water supply for the day in Sub-Saharan Africa.

- I recently read that a certain well-known actress keeps
her shower time—at least, the part of the shower where

the water’s actually running—to just three minutes. I&#3

told that’s a version of what&#3 called a “Navy shower,” the

idea being that you get wet, turn the water off and soap/
lather up, then tum the water back on just long enough to

rinse off, with the goal of having the water run lIg than

two minutes.
Does it really make that much of a difference? By some

accounts, a “Navy shower” can take as little as three gal-
lons of water, compared to as many as 60 gallons for a

10-minute shower.
Why the obsession with water usage? It’s not just to save

on the water bill (although that’s a pretty good reason,

too). It’s just that ‘wate now and in the future, could be

the substitute for gold‘in that old joke about the Golden

Rule: “Those who have the gold make the rules.” But in

the case of water, it’s more like, “Those wh have the water

get to eat.”
To have food, we must farm—and in many farts of the

world, including large sections of the United States, to

farm, we must irrigate. So where do we (and farmer draw

the line between “enough” and “too much”?

The scientists of the Agricultural Research Service

(ARS) may be able to help provide the answer to that one.

A couple of ARS scientists in Beltsville,‘Md., have devel-

oped a modeling system that not only tracks drought, but

also evapotranspiration (known as E
,

this has
* nothing to do with calling home).

ET consists of the water that evaporates from soil and

plant surfaces and the water vapor that “transpires” (a

fancy word for “escapes”) through the tiny pores on the

surfaces of plant lea as the plants absorb carbon dioxide

through photosynthesis.
The ARS scientists’ model, known as ALEXI (for Atmo-

sphere-Land Exchange Inverse), can help forecasters mo

tor ET and drought conditions across the United States

and in other countries. It will also help farmers and water

managers assess drought and irrigation impacts on water

use and crop development.
ALEXI uses thermal infrared imagery from satellites and

calculates soil and plant temperatures that can be used to

create maps of ET rates of plants growing not only in farm

fields, but also in forests and natural habitats around the
worl

Generally as water evaporates (as in the case of those

plant leaf surfaces), it cools surfaces, so a cooler Jand sur-

face is an indicator of higher ET rates and wetter soils. On

the other side of the equation, water stress elevates soil and

leaf temperatures, which can be detected b satellites. The
ARS scientists can use that temperature data gleaned from

the satellites to create ET maps.
This work is funded by the National Oceanic and Atmo-

spheric Administration (NOAA) and the National Aero--

nautics and Space Administration (NASA), and they aim

I recently saw some photographs of people in Somalia

who have suffered through that famine, and to tell the

truth, I didn’t know a human body could reach that stage
of starvation and still stand up and walk. If ALEXI can pre-

vent that kind of horror from happening, it’s money well

spent, in my opinion.
