Rogers, 3 others
propose 1D MIEDS

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
U.S. Rep. Hal Rogers joined
two other Republicans and
a Democrat in calling for a
national system of linking in-
dividual states’ prescription
drug monitoring programs.;

Rogers, Rep. Frank Woif
(R-Va.), Sen. Rob Portman
(R-Ohio) and Sen. Sheldon
‘Whitehouse (D-R.I1.) intro-
duced a bill Thursday which
would create a way for states
to link prescription drug
monitoring programs, such
as Kentucky’s KASPER, in
an attempt to thwart those
who would seek to circum-
vent current monitoring by
crossing state lines.

The Interstate Drug Moni-
toring Efficiency and Data
Sharing Act, which is being
called “ID MEDS” for short,
would establish of standard-
ized system of sharing such
information between states.
Currently, there is no stan-
dardized method.

“While my region of south-
ern and Eastern Kentucky
became ground zero for the’
abuse of prescription drugsa
decade ago, it is now wreak--
ing havoc on communities
small and llrge and cuttmg
across socioeconomic and
gender lines,” Rogers said:
“Prescription drug- moni-
toring programs are -one of
the most efficient and cost-
‘effective tools in our arsenal
to cut back on this-abuse,
bridging the gap between
legitimate medlcal need and
potential misuse.”

“Now that 48 states have
authorized [prescription
drug monitoring programs];
it is time we get these
systems linked  up _to elimi-

It seems as though the 2012 Republi-
can presidential primaries began the day
before forever.

The only downside — and I'm not
carping about it — is that the lessons
have been utterly, totally, and in every re-
spect wrong. Let me count the ways

The economy the Republicans
would have us believe that the way to
revive a faltering economy is to cut gov-
emment spending by cutting programs,
firing public workers, and getting rid of
frills like roads, bridges, and schools

That’s counterintuitive when you think
about it. How can putting people out of
work in an enviroriment where too many
people are already out of work be good

| for the economy?

Name me one time when cutling
spending, ostensibly to balance the bud-
get, pu]ll‘d the country out of the eco-
nomic doldrumsn ... I'm waiting. (And
don't tell me Ronald Reagan. He tripled

| the national debt while he was in office.)

Republicans apparently are willing to
go down with the ship rather than change
course. Unfortunately, the rest of us will

be going down with them.

Europe — it’s an article of faith among
Republicans that Europe is a bad, bad
place and all contact with it should be
avoided if possible. One of the criticisms
of John Kerry in 2004 was that he spoke
French. Mon dieu, so does Mitt Romney.

Ironically, with their cries for austerity,
austerity, and more austerity, today’s Re-
publicans are sounding a lot more Euro-
pean than the Democrats are.

And how is that working out for Eu-
rope? Its economy is going down the
toilet, Greece first.

Ye gods, that’s what we need for the
21st century: young people who dont
know anything their parents didn’t know
and are innocent of chemistry, physics,
trigonometry, and biology.

Still, it’s been a fascinating and educa-
tional campaign. My favorite discovery
has been that you can be baptized a Mor-
mon even though you don’t want to be a
Mormon and are dead.

The ITD MEDS Act calls
for creating “secure, stan-
dardized encryption of pro-

odology for sharing data.”
The bill also ‘calls for study
into whether the programs
can also be linked to other
systems, such as electronic
prescribing +systems, " Drug
Enforcement Agency data-
bases, electronic health re-
cords and prepayment fraud-
detection technologies.

The number of unemployed
workers crept upward locally
from January to February, but
still remains signifiantly lower
than a year ago.

Flovd County’s unemp!
ment rose from 10.2 pere nt
in January to 10.4 percent in
February. Data provided by
the state Office’ of Employ-
ment and Irun\ng shows l}ml
1.566 people were searching
for jobs in February, compared

to 1,526 the month before.
Compared to a year ago,
however, the icture  looks
rosier. In February 2011, Floyd
County’s unemployment rate
stood at 12 percent, as 1,803
people were looking for jobs.
Around the region, the
picture was much the same,
ept in Magoffin County,
re the rate dropped from
8 percent to 16.5 percent
from January to February, and
Martin County, where the rate
remained the same at 10.8 per-
cent.

Pike County shows the
lowest rate in the region, at
8.9 percent, which is 0.1 per-
cent higher than the month
before. Johnson County’s rate
increased from 9.9 percent to
10.2 percent and Knott Coun-
ty's rose from 11.9 percent to
12.6 percent.

Woodford County recorded
the lowest jobless rate in the
state at 6.9 percent. It was fol-

. You hook a huge largemouth bass and
all you can see is a giant, angry shaking
mouth. )
~+_The size_ of the mouth lets you know
-this bass is one of the top ones you've ever
‘hooked. You realize the giant, gaping shale-
ing bucket with your lure impaled in it is
the biggest you've seen. This can cause dry
mouth, uncontrollable shaking and panic.
One of my best friends hooked his big-
gest largemouth bass many years ago while
-fishing from the bank of a small pond in
-spring. When the 23-inch bass jumped and
howed his outsized mouth, my buddy took

~off running in a blind panic. He pulled that
bass over some brush and up on the bank
-like thé fish was tethered to a jet taking
off. After I grabbed the fish for him and of-
fered congratulations, he stood there with
an impish grin on his face, shaking and in
mild shock.

This is the best time of the year for you
to have one of those experiences that hooks
you to bass fishing for the rest of your life.
Trophy largemouth bass are on the prowl
now.

“They are actively feeding now to get
ready for the spawn,” said Gerry Buynak,
assistant director of fisheries for the Ken-

tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources. “They need metabolic energy
for egg development and for the rigors of
spawning.”

Female bass make up a large proportion
of trophy largemouth bass. Prior to spawn-
ing in March and into April in a typical
year, the female bass weigh considerably
more than at any other time of year.

“A normal 6 pound female largemouth
bass would weigh 7 and one-half pounds
just prior to spawning,” said Jeff Ross, as-
sistant director of fisheries for Kentucky
Fish and Wildlife. “The eggs make up about
25 percent of their weight during pre-

work well right now for largemouth bass.

* , A recent club tournament on Lake Kincaid
produced seven largemouth bass over 18
inches long with the biggest fish weighing
nearly 6 pounds. A black and blue jig and
trailer or a black/blue chatterbait fooled all
of these fish.

You may want to plan a trip to Lake Bes-
hear near Dawson Springs for largemouth
bass soon. Bass tournament catch data com-
piled by black bass research biologist Chris
Hickey shows it takes the least amount of
fishing hours to catch a largemouth bass
over 5 pounds at Lake Beshear. Lake Bes-
hear also has the heaviest average winning

spawn and the eggs are at their just
prior to the spawn. If you are after a trophy
largemouth bass, right now is the best time
to try:” 2

Buynak, who once served as black bass
biologist as did Ross after him, said large-
mouth bass should be nudging their way to
backs of creeks and coves in reservoirs

“Judging by my fruit trees, we are at least
three weeks early this year from the unusu-
ally warm spring,” he said.

Try large baits in these shallow areas.
“You need to use big baits right now be-
cause all of the forage is big,” Ross ex-
plained. “They also want their greatest nu-
trient boost for the effort and you get that
with larger forage.”

Lake Beshear also is second behind Ce-
dar Creek Lake in the average size of bass
weighed in at slightly over 3 pounds. Ce-
dar Creek Lake’s average tournament bass
weighs 4.64 pounds, but the lake also has a
20-inch minimum size limit.

Barren River Lake ranked second in
average winning weight at just above 17
pounds, just ahead of Kentucky Lake and
Lake ‘Barkley. These two lakes also rank
third and fourth in the average weight per
bass in the compiled tournament data as
well as hours of fishing needed to catch a
bass over 5 pounds.

You don’t need an expensive boat, or
any boat at all, to catch a trophy bass
at this time of year. Bank fishing can
provide you with trophy bass right now

if you choose wisely. The back ends of
small coves on the main lake or major
creek arms hold big bass right now. If
the bass haven’t moved to the back of
them, the smaller coves allow you to
easily access points on the major creek
arms or the main lake via a short walk.

-Farm ponds are another option if you
don’t own a boat. They heat up quicker
in spring than big lakes, and you can
usually fish nearly all of an average-
sized pond from the bank. A 1/8-ounce
double-bladed white spinnerbait is a
tough lure to beat as is a Texas-rigged
pumpkinseed lizard with a chartreuse .
tail.

How to downshift in a Prius
Dear Tom and Ray:
Recently my husband and I rented a Toy-
ota Prius in California — which we enjoyed
driving, by the way. While driving in our

.many national parks, I was concerned that

there seemed to be no way to downshift the
car. Navigating the steep, win g roads
caused me to worry that the brakes would
overheat. Thankfully, .this did not happen.
So, what’s up with this vehicle? How does a
driver prevent the brakes from overheating
when cruising down these hairpin curves
when there seems to be na way to drop tHe
car into a lower gear? I really don’t want to
use the Fred Flintstone braking method! It
would ruin my shoes! Thanks for answer-
ing this. — Susan

TOM: While you can’'t downshift the
continuously variable transmission (CVT)
in the Prius, they have created a simulated
downshift mode just for this purpose, Su-

san.

RAY: If you look at the transmission se-
lector, in addition to “P,” “N” and “D,” you’ll
notice there's a selection called “B.” That's for
“braking” mode.

TOM most functions on the Prius,

i s controlled by the car’s main
computer, and the details are pretty complex.
But from the driver’s point of view, what the

“B” setting does is add a “braking” effect, just
as if you were downshifting. You'd use it the
same way, to prevent the brakes from over-
heating on a long, steep downhill grade.
RAY: If the car’s battery is at less than op-
timal charge, the “B” mode will first engage
regenerative braking, which uses the forward

_motion of the car to charge the battery. That

creates a drag on the wheels, which slows you
down a bit.

TOM: If the battery is already sufﬁmemly
charged, or the speed of the car is higher, and
the computer determines that it needs more
engine the then
the engine through .its planetary gear set
and makes use ul’ the cylinder compression
to slow the car, just like every other car does
when you shift to a lower gear.

RAY: These two braking effects can be
combined by the computer, depending on the
speed of the car, the condition of the battery
and the amount of braking that’s needed.

TOM: So that’s the complex answer, Susan.
‘The simple answer is that you shift into “B”
and drive.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: For the past several days, my
left eyelid has been twitching. There’s no pain. It does not
affect my vision. Does it mean anything? — T.P.

ANSWER: Not usually.. Eyelid twitches result from
spasms of muscles controlling eyelid movement..It’s inter-
mittent and lasts for a few days, at most. Fatigue, stress and
caffeine have been implicated as.causes. I have had such
twitching, at times when I was neither tired nor stressed
nor drinking caffeine.

If the twitching is bothersome, soak a washcloth in warm
water and apply it to the closed eyelid. If twitching lasts
longer than a week or two, see the family doctor.
