Floyd County could be about to see a minor uptick in

economic development, thanks in large part to a rather

unsavory subject — sewage.
Southern Water and Sewer approved $3 million in

contracts last week to construct a sewage treatment

plant at Pike-Floyd Hollow and sewer lines from Stan-

ville té6 Betsy Layne. The project, which still must hur-

dle the regulatory approval process, should certainly go

a long way toward improving health and water quality
in that area. But we fully expect to see fairly substantial

economic side-effects from the project, as well.

Any casua] observer can attest to the remarkable

economic growth along the U.S. 23 corridor through
Pikeville and Coal Run Village over the last 30 years.

But that development has been somewhat stifled, once |

U.S. 23 crosses the Floyd County line. While no one
