charged with the 2011
murder of a Prestonsburg
teenager pleaded guilty to

first-degree manslaughter
Wednesday in Woodford
County Circuit Clerk.

him that they no longer do the fasting blood

“sugar test, only the HbAI1C, and that he is

not diabetic, since his test is nonmal. Has

testing for diabetes changed? Should my
friend consult another doctor? — L.P.

ANSWER: Up until 2010, doctors diag-
nosed diabetes on the basis of blood sugar
(actually plasma glucose). A relatively new

test, hemoglobin A1C, HbA1C or just A1C.

is a large molecule inside all red blood cells
that grabs oxygen from the lungs and releas

es it to all parts of the body as blood circu-
lates. Blood sugar coats hemoglobin. Since

red blood cells last 120 days, the percentage
of hemoglobin coated with sugar indicates
how well-controlled diabetes is. An accept-
able control level is one that is 7 percent or

less

Fasting blood sugar, the specimen taken
after at least cight hours of not eating, is
still used for diagnosing diabetes. A level

of 126 mg/dL (7.0 mmol/L) or higher lands

one in diabetes territory.
A second way to diagnose diabetes is to

give a person 75 grams of glucose (sugar)
to eat and test the blood
