PRESTONSBURG — Following a

15-minute presentation by Prestonsburg
Senior Citizens Center chairman Darrell
Patton on the benefits of and challenges fac-

ing Floyd County’s senior citizens centers,

magistrates backtracked from a-decision

to slash $100,000 in funding from Judge
Executive R.D. “Doc” Marshall&#39;s proposed

budget for the upcoming fiscal year.
Patton spake about the work the centers

are doing, particularly in terms of prov

ing meals to some who might not other

wise have food to eat, and informed the

court about how the centers receive their

funding. Hie noted that, in the past fiscal

year, the centers received $70,000 in fund-

ing from state coal severance tax money,
in addition to $200,000 in county funding.

Those figures do not include an additional

$35,000 provided by the county to go to
ward the salary for a social services direc-

tor.

Immediately after Patton spoke, and pri-
or to a first reading of the county’s budge

ordinance, magistrates unanimously. voted

to restore $70,000 of the $100,000 original-
ly budgeted for senior centers. The change

will mean the centers receive the exact

same amount from the state and county as

they did in the previous year.

While the quarterly coal produc-
tion numbers for the first quarter

of 2012 are not in, according to

the Energy Information Adminis-
tration, the monthly. production
numbers show a steep decline in

the amount of coal mined since
.

January. While the numbers for

January and even February ‘re-
mained relatively consistent with

the last two years, coal production
in March of this year is down by

almost 15 percent from the past
two years.

Since March, several additional

companies in the area have an-

nounced layoffs, so it is presumed
that April’s coal production will
also miss the marks set by 2010
and 2011.

Fawns are scentless at birth, and
hide in grass and w s, their spots
helping to camouflage them.

If the.mother deer feels threat-
ened by the approach of a human

or a predator, she moves off, so the

threatening presence ill follow her
and not endanger her fawn.

Newborn deer remain bedded for

the first few weeks of life until they
are strong enough to run at their

mother’s side to escape predators.
The doe is never far from her

fawn. “The mother is likely in some

nearby woods.
