Ron Blackburn, a Pike

County native who was one

of the reunion organizers
also participated in the Hat-
field and cCoy Festival,
assisting interested parties

with their family genealogy.
Blackburn, who is a descen-

dant of the Hatfield clan,
showed the Daily News one

of his prized possessions,
his great-great grandfather
George  Hatfield’s (bom

in 1804) family bible that

contained _entries of fam-
ily birth’s including that of

Anderson “Preacher Anse”

Hatfield, who was bor on

Sept. 25, 1835.
Blackburn also explained

the history behind the re-

Cows are unfortunately
prone to a disease called
mastitis, an udder infection

that’s the most costly and
common disease of dairy

cattle. Mastitis costs the

U.S. economy $2 billion an-

nually, reduces milk produc-
tion and quality, and can

result in infected animals

being eliminated from the
herd.

Dairy farmers currently
use antibiotics to treat this
costly disease, but the sci-
entists of the Agricultural
Research Service (ARS) say

the answer could lie in tha
same “sunshine vitantin,”
vitamin D.

They say living creatures

need a_certain level of vi-
tamin D in the blood for

proper immune function—
