ode reforms. And, in the case of

Texas specifically, we were encour-

aged by what we saw.

Consider the facts: Three years
after Texas’ reforms were passed,

Governing magazine reported that
recidivism of defendants on proba-

tion fell by nearly 25 percent. The
overall recidivism rate in Texas is

also encouraging, hovering around

percent, according to an Aug.
2011 article in The Dallas Morn-

ing News. That puts the Lone Star
State’s recidivism rate much lower

than the national rate of about 40

percent.

is so far, so good. Kentucky Chief
Justice John D. Minton, Jr. told

us lawmakers recently that the re-

cidivism rate of defendants granted
pretrial release over the past year

has decreased four percent, even

though more low- and moderate-
risk defendants are being released
before trial, and are being released
without having to pay bond.

With the four percent decrease in

recidiyism, the number of Kentucky
defendants released since the pz

sage of HB 463 who have not re-of-
fended has increased to 94 percent.

Not too shabby.
Many other states are joining

Kentucky and Texas in changing
their criminal justice systems to ad-

dress bail policy, according-to the
State Legislatures article. Besides
Kentucky, at least 27 other states

passed bail reforms in 2001. Most
of the 73 bills passed “seek to im-

prove the effectiveness of commer-

cial bond and pretrial services pro-
grams,” says the article.

But our work to improve these
policies is not over, at least not in
Kentucky where lawmakers pledge

to continue to “do a better job of
distinguishing people are suitable

for release,” in the words of Housé

Judiciary Chairman Rep. John Til-

ey.

Most defendants sitting in local
jails nationally, about 60 percent in
fact, are in the pretrial phase. And
about three-fourths of those are

awaiting trial on low-risk property,
drug or other nonviolent offenses.

It is not economical, or smart, re-

ally, to continue to lock these non-

dangerous people to the tune of
billions of local government tax
dollars each year.

So, I say, good job on your re-

forms, Kentucky. Keep up the good
work.
