PIKEVILLE — A Pennsylvania
company is accused of reneging on

contracts to purchase coal, in order
to buy lower-priced coal from other
suppliers, in- a lawsuit filed last -

week in U.S. District Court.
Southern Coal Sales Corpora-

tion filed the complaint against
Xcoal Energy and Resources and its

_

owner and managing partner, Emie
L. Thrasher, alleging breach of con-

tract and fraud.

Indictments

According to the complaint, filed
by attorneys Barry D. Hunter, Paul
E. Sullivan and Medrith Lee Nor-

man, of the Lexington farm Frost
Brown Todd, SCS negotiated a deal

for Xcoal to p oo over a

one-year period, based assur-

ances by Xcoal that it “coul handle
any quanity” of coal produced by

_SC because the company had ex-

isting relationships in China, Japan
and Korea. The complaint alleges
Thrasher told Southern representa-
tives, “I can buy it all because I have
an unlimited marketplace.”

“Based upon Thrashers’s&q repre-
sentations and guarantees of per-

formance, SCS shifted a majority
of its coal sales relationship from its
existing customers to Xcoal, in som

cases away from customers that had
been customers of SCS&#3 affiliates
for decades,” the complaint says.

Southern agreed to four purchase
orders, totalling nearly $186 mil-
lion, for 1.77 million tons of coal,
with the coal originating out of Pike
and Harlan counties, in Kentucky,
and Lee and Wise counties, in Vir-
ginia. However, the complaint al-

leges Xcoal began refusing delivery
of orders less than 60 day after the

contracts’ were signed and would

_

not respond to email, telephone and
text inquiries.

Since the contracts were signed,
SCS says Xcoal has only accepted
delivery of 450,000 tons of coal and

has only. paid $20.8 million of the
$45.3 million cost of that coal.

SCS accuses. Xcoal of making
false representations during and af-
ter negotiations.

“Defendants, at various times,
have declined to ‘purchase coal,

telling SCS that they did not have
a market, when in fact they were
then buying coal from other. sup-
pliers at reduced prices’ in order
to profit from their breaches,” the
complaint says. “Defendents made

these misrepresenations intentifn-
ally, in an effort t cover. up theimisconduct.”

SCS is seekd unspecified com-
pensatory, consequential and puini-
tive damages agui Xcoal. .

local level for Operation Dry Water June 22

through June 24.

Operation Dry Water is a national effort
devoted to boating la enforcement and

education, now in it fourth year. It is an

initiative of the National Association of
Boating Law Administrators and the U.S.

Coast Guard along with partnering state

and federal agencies.
During the Operation Dry Water week

end, safety messages will be included at the
boat ramps on the water. Law enforcement
officers conduct courtesy boat inspections

and answer questions. about boating laws
and required safety equipment. 5

“The overall goal of Operation Dry Water
is to minimize Boating Under the Influence
(BUD and alcohol on the water,” said Zac
Campbell, boating education coordinator

for the Kentucky Fish and Wildlife. “We are

not trying to surprise and arrest people.
The goal is no BUIs through education.”

Last year, during Operation Dry Water,
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife conservation of-

facers encountered 1,207 vessels and 3,180
boaters and issued 188 boating safety warn-

ings. Officers also issued 84 citations with
7 is. Nationwide, officers contacted

2,253 vessels with 8,589 safety warningsiesu during Operation Dry Water. Collec-

tively, these officers also issued 4,338 cita-
tions, including 321 BUIs.

“Although thousands of
boated that weekend, there were no acci-
dents,” Campbell said. “It was a safe week-

end. Boaters conducted themselves in a

safe, responsible manner during last year’s
Operation Dry Water.”

Impaired boaters are a danger to every-
one on the water, including skiers, anglers
and other boaters. Alcohol can accelerate
the condition Known as “boater’&#39; fatigue.”
The environmental conditions of boating
such as the sun, movement, noise and vi-
bration can impact the coordination, judg-
ment and reaction time of a boat operator.

“Accidents can quickly tum a great week
end on the water sour,” Campbell said. “We
want to try and prevent accidents and ev-

eryone enjoy their time on the water.”
