I suppose by now we should have be-
come accustomed to the Catholic hierar-
chy’s hypocrisy, but enabling pedophile
priests to prey on helpless children —
while cracking down on nuns who err on
the side of compassion for the poor — is
beyond contempt.

1 applaud the conviction of Msgr Lynn.
It's a long overdue sign that the Church’s
habit of protecting pedophiles is as ban.k
rupt legally as it is morally.
