_Voters deserve

answer to questions

.- Every four years, the run-up to the presidential elec-
tion is described as the “silly season” of politics. That
description seems particularly apt this-time around.
. For the past week, presumptive Republican nominee
Mitt Romney has come under fire about exactly when
Ke left Bain Capital, the company he founded. Romney
has long said he left in February 1999, but documents
uncovered by the Washington Post suggest otherwise.
Papers filed with the Security and Exchange Commis-
sion bear Romney’s signature until 2002 and describe
him as the company’s chief executive, managing part-
. ner and sole shareholder.
. Why is it important when he lgft? Because Romney
has made his hx:.u:ry with Bain one of the cornerstones
of his campaign; taking credit for the company’s suc-
cesses, but saying he was no longer around when the
company engaged in practices many voters may find
to be unpalatable, such as laying off American workers
in favor of those overseas or investing in Stericycle, a
medical waste company that, among other services, of-
fered disposal of aborted fetuses.
- In response, Rumney went on a blitzkrieg media tour
Friday evening, saying he remained with Bain “on pa-
per” from 1999 to 2002. but had no control over day-
fo-day activities of the company. He also used the op-
portunity to call on President Obama’s
apologize for making an issue of the distinction.
- But ‘'without corroboration,
are not likely to quell the issue. Right now, Romney is
fueling- the attacks he faces by refusing to make public
tax returns and business records that would settle the
issue, once and for all. By refusing to do so, he is only
furthering speculation that he has something to hide.

Over the last 40 years, it has been routine for presi-
dential candidates to provide multiple years of tax re-
turns, but Romney so far has offered only one. Most
Americans have to disclose more financial information
when they are trying to buy a house. Romney should
understand that voters want to know more about him,
as he makes his bid to move into the White House.

If Romney. is afraid his tax returns would disclose
something voters might not.like, he needs to under-
stand remaining sec¢retive about them will only lead to
ispca::ulahon that in all likelihood is hr worse than real-

ty. *

The best advice we can ot’fer Romney is that he should
release the information now and explain anything that
might be called into question, so that the presidential
campaign can move forward with a discussion about
the nation’s future, rather than speculation about his
past.

A Legislative Perspective

> rest of the nation, Ken-

s seeing. a definite graying

s more and more Baby Boom-
ers move past their 65th birthday
and a growing number of citizens
reach their nineties and beyond.

There are about 600,000 Ken-
tuckians who fit in this broad age
group. For perspective, that’s about
four-fifths the size of Jefferson
County, and it is about to get much
larger. Census figures indicate this
population will see a nearly 30 per-
cent bump this decade across the
state and another 27 percent in the
2020s. The numbers in some com-
munities will nearly double during
this time.

There are opportunities and
challenges alike arising from this
change. We rank 10th among the
states in the percentage of citizens
65 to 74, for example, which is a
key demographic because of their
collective wealth and volunteer-
ism. On the down side, issues tied
to poverty remain stubbormly high
for bur elderly, and we are among
the leading states in the growth of
grandparents providing
care of their grandchildren.

Another growing trend, unfortu-
nately, is the fact that far too many
of our older citizens are being
abused, ignored or taken advantage
of. A recent report by the Kentucky
Elder Abuse Committee found that
the number of substantiated cases
of self-neglect, neglect by caretaker
and exploltahon has sky -rocketed'
since 2007.

A congressional report last year,

primary

meanwhile, estimated that 14 per-
cent of older Americans have been
abused, but this is widely believed
to be low, with many cases undoubt-
edly going unreported.

As our senior population increas-
es, the number of those suffering
from Alzheimer’s is rising as well.
There were about 74,000 Kentuck-
ians who fell in this category in
2000, but that’s expected to rise to
97,000 by 2025.

In addition to the medical costs
associated with treatment, there is
a tremendous amount of free care
being provided as well by family
and friends. The Alzheimer’s Asso-
ciation said more than 264,000 peo-

ple fall in this support group, and -

last year their care was estimated
at $3.65 billion. That’s $1.4 billion
more than in 2009.

In an effort to help our older citi-
zens as much as possible, the Gen-
eral Assembly looks for ways to im-
prove state servlces each legislative
session.

Even in the face of budget cuts,
the legislature supported adding
$31 million more this year and next
to the Department of Community
Based Services, which is enabling
that agency to hire 300 additional
front-line social workers to investi-
gate claims of abuse and neglect, no
matter the age.

he budget also sets aside $5
million more annually to increase
programs like Meals on Wheels,
and we provide about,$1.7 million
to establish an adult-abuse registry
to help buslnesses involved in el-

der care be assured that their em-
ployees have not been convicted of
crimes against the elderly.

Other new laws taking . effect
this year will do such things as im-
prove the way the state responds to
strokes; establish a pilot program
to improve oral care at nursing
homes; and ensure that anyone ad-
mitted to a personal care home is
assessed beforehand by a qualified
mental health professional. There
are about 3,000 men and women
who currently live in these settings,
and the need to know more about
the care they may require is crucial,

In past years the General Assem-
bly created Golden Alerts — simi--
lar to alerts used to find missing

. children, except they are targeted

at older citizens — and we-cracked
down on those convicted of elder’
abuse, to better ensure they do not
henn:hl from those they abused or
neglected.

These are just a few of the initia-
tives that have been enacted, but no *
one expects them to be the last. As
new challenges arise, the legisla-
ture will look for ways to'overcome
them.

- 'The premise. of “New
Tricks,” ‘started in 2003,
is brilliant, in my humble
opinion: “The boys”™ work
in a newly' established
unit of London’s et-
ropohtan Police, called
QS. for “Unsolvcd :

All of the UCOS “sta
ers, with the exception
of their leader, Detective
Superintendent Sandra
Pullman, are retired Met
detectives.

It’s estimated that
in North America, about
one out of every three
bites of food we put in our
mouths comes from bee-

pollinated plant life, and

that extends to steaks,
ribs and. dairy products,
too, because bees also
pollinate the clover and
alfalfa grazed by our beef
and dairy cattle.

That's why everyone
became so alarmed when
CCD struck hard at our
bee colonies in 2006, wip-
ing out as much as 90 per-
cent of some hives. But

here’s the strangest part:

The beekeepers didn’t
find dead bees lying all
over everywhere; the bees
were simply ... gone.
Although 2006 was the
worst, we're still seeing
average winter bee losses
of about 30 percent, and
about one-third of those
losses are’ attributed to
CCD. This compares’ to

winter colony losses av-
eraging 15 to 20 percent
before CCD came on the
scene.

This past winter—the
winter of 2011/2012—
was the best we've seen
in years: Losses from all
causes totaled only 21.9
percent among managed
bee colonies. But then,
depending on where' you
live, maybe there wasn’t
much of a winter anyway;
January 2012 ranked as
the fourth-warmest in
U.S: history.

Just because the bee
losses weren’t as bad this
past winter doesn’t mean
the ARS scientists are giv-
ing up their search for-an-
swers.
