We

know that the only way to

end this-disease is to re-

duce miners’ exposure to

that dust.”

Beyond being a health
issue, Roberts said coal

dust is also a safety issue.

“I would also point cut

that respirable coal dust
is also highly explosive,”

Roberts said: “Indeed, al-

lowing this dust to build

up is exactly‘ one of the

causes of the massive ex-

plosion at the Upper Big
Branch mine.”
