Enrollment evidence of school improvement

The first full week of school is
now in the books, and administra-
tors are pleased with what they are
seeing aftér the first few days.

“We're off to a great start,” Su-
perintendent Henry Webb said
Tuesday. “Everything is going re-
ally, really well.” -

Webb said enrollment in Floyd
County ‘schools is about 70 stu-
dents higher than had been ex-
pected, and he thinks that number
could climb higher over the next
few days.

As of the end of school Monday,

_there were 6,116 students enrvlled

in school, not counting preschool
and head start students. That com-
pares to 6,127 enrolled in :.chuol
last year.

‘Webb said the system generally

_picks up a few more students each

day until .about the 10th day. of
school, so he believes this year’s en-
rollment will likely meet or exceed
last year’s.

Webb said for about a
dozen years,

“The whole goal is to have a dis-
trict where students want to come
and don’t want to go elsewhere,”
Webb said. “I think we're doing a
really good job of that.”

Overall,, Webb said the open-
ing of the school year, has gone
smoothly, other than the usual traf-
fic probléms of the first couple days
of school.

Por years, schools in Kentucky have recognized that a
quick screening of Kindergarten children as they enter our
buildings provides rich information for teachers to meet
each child “where they are” when they arrive and help them
master the content and skills needed to establish a founda-
tion for contmued success in elementary school.

ZKentucky is taking steps to implement one common kin-
dergarten readiness screener accompanied by best-practice
guidelines for all schools. This is a collaborative effort be-
tween the Governor’s Office of Early Childhood and the
Kentucky Department of Education and is directly tied to
the recommendations of the Goyernor’s Task Force on Ear-
ly Childhood Development (ECD) and Education and the
Transforming Education in Kentucky (TEK) Task Force.
School districts were represented on the screener selection
review team.-Teachers also ha
the process as members of the ECD task force.

The screener’s value is twofold. As school districts have

found, this tool provides valuable information to help serve |

each student appropriately so that he/she can reach read-
_ing proficiency in elementary school. The screener

provides valuable information about developmental experi

ences a child has had prior to entering Kindergarten, such |

as public preschool, childcare, Head Start and early inter-
ventmn services like HANDS home visiting and First Steps.

-Irr addition, a common screener, used statewide, will pro-
vide important information to evaluate and continuously
improve our public investment in early childhood pro-
grams. The data gathered from the screener will provide
critical information to communities to help them evaluate
their efforts to ensure ALL-children come to school with
the foundation ry to be st 1. And, state- and
local-level data from the screener, along with other early
childhood data, can help taxpayers know if public funding
for early childhood and elementary school makes a differ-
ence.

+The importance of early childhood development and edu-
cation cannot be overstated. The brain grows more rapidly
x' the first 3-5 yea.rs than at any other time in life. Multiple

- Tes i neuroscience, social science
and ‘economics, have all documented the critical impor-
tance of high-quality ®arly childhood initiatives. If children
who need extra help are identified early, the chances that
they will need special education services in the future are
lessened.

“While Kentucky connnucs to make significant strides
iri. education, the state leU has work to do. According to
Education Week’s 2012 “ “Quality Counts” report, 13 states
raned above Kentucky in overall grades and scores. Of
these states, 10 have kindergarten assessments in develop-
ment or in place. As one measure among multiple measures,
a common readiness screener is a critical tool necessary for
Kentucky to make continuous educational improvement.

. Finally, a major component of Kentucky’s new Unbridled
Learning accountability model for the state’s public school
system is individual student growth. The screener provides
an important starting point for a system of measurement.
This system supports elementary teachers as they strive to
guide. a child to suecessfully learning to read by the end of

".3rd grade — at which time, they must be proficient read-
ers to continue.to be successful in pnmary intermediate,

- middle and-high school.

:The Kindergarten screening tool is new to the Floyd
County School District. We -will be usmg the tool this
school year to insure all stidents will receive an education
tailored to-their individual abilities and needs.

* About 60 years ago, owever, it be-
came clear that more needed to be done
to protect-one of our most important
natural resources. That led to the first
formal survey to see just what we had
across the commonwealth.

Kentucky first got into preserving
forests in 1919, when a land and coal
company donated 3,700 acres in Har-
lan County. Much of what now stands
at 43,000 preserved acres, however, was

eeded to us by the federal government
between 1954 and 1956. )
ere are now believed to be about
seven billion trees in Kentucky. That's
one for every person in the world or
1,600 for each Kentuckian. If you just
count the larger trees — those at least five
inches in diameter several feet above the
ground — we have nearly 25 billion.cubic
feet of wood volume. the equivalent of

Still, only Florida has a greater diver-
sity of hardwood trees, and we're also
second nationally in’' wood production,
which in turn is the foundation of 3,500
companies and more than 30,000 jobs.

A national study conduct-
ed by the National Center
on Addiction and Substance
Abuse at Columbia Uni-
versity™ in 2011 found 46
percent of all high school
students currently use ad-
dictive substances, and 1 in
3 meets the medical criteria
for addiction.

While S. cerevisiae
is‘'both- the-common baking
yeast and the common brew-
ing yeast, those two-activi-
ties involve different strains.
The more aggressive strains
are used to carbonate bread

its shot at creating new life
forms.

But.that’s not the kind. of
fungi to which I réfer. You
see, 'm a. fanatical baker;
Im never happier than when
T'm up to my elbows in flour,

*  water, salt, maybe a little bit

of sugar ... and ‘yeast. 1 re-
ally do buy flour in 25-pound
bags, and at any given time,

- I might have as many as four
lpound blocks ‘of baker’s
yeast in my freezer.

I'm not alone in my fun-
gal fandom: Yeast has been
a favorite of the human race
going back to the days of
Cleopatra. It’'s béen reported
that archeologists - rooting
around in Egyptian ruins
found baking chambers for
yeasted bread, as well as
drawings of 4,000-year-old
bakeries.

As you can imagine, yeast
has an enormous family tree,
including as many as 1,500
species (although that’s still
only about 1 percent of the
world’s fungal species). But
the family member most of

* us love is called Saccharomy-
ces cerevisiae; that's the one
that’s been used in breadmak-
ing for centuries, and also in
brewing.

off-flavors - and can stand
higher- alcohal concentra:-
tions.

The fact that always fasci-
nates me about yeast is that it
truly is a living creature, un-
like sugar or flour or butter.

. If you don't believe me, try

this for yourself: mix a little
Iukewarm water, sugar and
yeast together in a bowl and
leave it alone for 15 minutes
or so. When you take another
peek, I know what your reac-
tion will be: “It’s alive!” At
that point, what started out
looking like nothing much is
probably trying to bubble its
way out of the bowl.

Yeasts are used in every-
thing from breads to beer,
wine and biofuels—and
might even wind up helping
clean up contaminated envi-
ronments, through a process

ral substance or organism
rather than a man-made
chemical product to fight a
crop pest, weed or. disease.
That's where the scientists
of the Agricultural Research
Service (ARS) come into the
picture.

They've been exploring
whether a beneficial yeast
called Pichia anomala could
tree nuts—almonds,

crops, from cérn to peanuts,

because it produces a natural

carcinogen called aflatoxin..

‘There are already federal
food safety” standards and
- control . procedures
at U.S. nut packinghouses to
make sure our favorite tree
nuts are safe to eat. But grow-
ers and Processors are always
interested in finding new, en-
vironmentally friendly ways
to combat A. flavus.

So the ARS scientists havc
been testing P. anomala’s
powers in a series of labora-
tory experimen(s as well as
field tests in a California pis-
tachio orchard. The orchard
study showed that the “good
guy” yeast was responsible
for a. 96 percent reduction
in the numbers of A. flavus
spores.

The sclentists wanted to
know more about how the
yeast defeats the mold (so
they can make it even more
effective), so they've con-
ducted laboratory experi-
ments that indicate the yeast
disrupts the mold’s internal
system for producing the en-
ergy necessary for the mold's
survival. The findings also
suggest that the yeast damag-
es the mold’s cell membranes
and cell walls—also not good
news for the mold’s survival.

And here you were think-
ing Nature peaceful
and serene: I\o it really is a
jungle out there!
