PRES’I‘ONSBURG
Former Prestonsburg May-
or and councilman Harold
Ward Cooley died this
week, at his home, following
a battle with cancer.

Cooley, 70, was borm in
Paintsville in 1941 the son
of William Ward and-Leona
Gott Cooley. Before long, he
would eventually open sev-
eral of his own businesses
in Prestonsburg — Cooley
Apothecary, CME IV and
Cooley Medical Equipment.

He provided the region
with a long life of service
to the community begin-
ning with his service on the
Prestonsburg’ City Council.

1974 he became mayor
and remained in office until
1984.

“He was always there
trying to meet everyone’s
need,” said Mayor Jerry
Fannin.: “He was very ac-
commodating.

In most of the world, Kentucky is
known for three things: fried chicken,
horses and bourbon.

Over the last dozen or so years,
however, the Commonwealth'’s inter-
national reputation has grown signifi-
cantly in other areas as well. In fact,
our exports doubled between 2000
and 2010, staying well ahead of the
national average for most of the de-
cade.

In 2010, we shipped more than 519
billion worth of goods to other na-
tions. Only 18 states sent more, and
if you take away those that share a
border with Canada or Mexico or are
along the coasts, our ranking rises to
fafth.

Canada is our biggest trade partner
by far. In 2010, it bought more than
the next five countries — the United
Kingdom, Mexico, Japan, Germany
and Brazil — combined. |

China was eighth that year, but it
has climbed the ranks quickly this
past decade. Since 2000, the value of
our exports there has gone up more
than 1,000 percent.

Historically, India has not been a
major trade partner with Kentucky,
but that appears to be changing
well. Last year, an Indian company
announced a d to invest up to $180
million for a flexible-packaging facil
ity in Elizabethtown, and last week
Governor Beshear’s office said that
companies in that country would buy
$7 billion worth of coal mined here
and in West Virginia over the next 25
years, which is definitely great news
for our region. Annually, that will
work out to ‘about eight percent of
what the state mined in 2009.

Not surprisingly, manufacturing
dominates our exports, and nearly
a fifth of Kentucky’s 209,000 jobs in
this industry — 90 percent of which
are found in small- to medium-sized
businesses — are. directly supported
by what we send to other nations.
Our top exported products are trans-
portation equipment and chemicals:

As our export market continues to
grow, foreign companies are-increas-
ing their investment here in the Com-
monwealth. In 2007, the latest year
for which we have statistics, this was
estimated at $28 billion, which in-
cludes the value of the factories and

the equipment thcy have inside.

Thanks in part to the fact that Toy-
ota’s largest North American plant is
located in Georgetown, Japan is first
on this list, with its investment top-
ping $11 billion. Germany was next,
followed by the United Kingdom and
then France.

Overall, there are about 400 fac-
tories across Kentucky owned by a
foreign company, and they employ
almost 76,000 people.

This week is a good time to focus
on what we can offer to other coun-
tries because Monday was known as
Kentucky World Trade Day. It high-
lights an annual conference that is
known as the state’s largest gathering
of international trade and business
professionals.

As those attending would undoubt-
edly _agree, the world seems to get

with each i year while
Kentucky’s connections in it keep

getting bigger. If chicken, horses and- -

bourbon are always the first things to
come to mind when those in other
countries think of Kentucky, there’s
every reason to believe that we are
also well on our way to adding a few
other items to that list.

The commission recom-
mends all hunting, fishing
and boating regulations for
approval by the General
Assembly and approves all
expenditures by the ‘Ken-
tucky Department of Fish
and-Wildlife Resources. All
recommendations must be
approved by legislators be-
fore they become law.

The Kentucky Fish and
Wildlife Commission must
‘place waterfowl seasons
within the framework man-
dated by the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service because all
migratory game birds are
under federal control.

Beginning with the 2012-
2013 seasons, the opening
day for both duck and goose
season is now giv-
ing Day annually. This year,
Thanksgiving Day is Nov.
