“We knew going into
today that the trial wasn’t
going to go,” he contin-
ued, “because Mr. Brock’s
mental state really had
deteriorated even since
the last time he was
there. Everyone under-
stood that the trial was
not going to go.”

Though ~ the criminal
case will not proceed
based upon Wednesday’s
ruling, Brock will likely
undergo further mental
evaluation. “We are seek-
ing to have him hospital-

ized, and we’ll be alleging
in our court filing that he
is a danger to himself and
others based on his men-
tal illness,” Turner said,
adding that he expects to
file the necessary docu-
ments on Thursday.

There will not be a set
time that Brock will have
to undergo treatment if
the judge rules in favor of
Turner’s request, and any
time frame would depend
on the opinion of those
administering the _treat-
ment. In the meantime,
Brock will remain in cus-
tody.

While we
believe this is a positive
step, U.S. Soccer is trying
to adopt the year-round,
sell-yourself-out approach
that exists in the majority
of countries in the world.
Obviously, we are ex-
tremely disappointed with
this ruling by U.S. Soccer,

In addition, the Amateur
Sports Act, which was re-
vised in 1998, imposes on
U.S. Soccer and other Na-
tional .- Governing Bodies
the “duty” to work coop-
eratively with entities such
as state high school asso-
ciations in order to protect
young people and the insti-
tutions that serve them.

U.S. Soccer’s desire is to
prepare players to compete
against the best clubs and
international teams around
the world. It is preposter-
ous, however, to think that
having these elite players

.are ‘playing

for another two to three
months is the answer and
will close the gap between
the United States and soc-
cer powers from other na-
tions.

Jason Pendléton, soccer
coach at Blue Valley South-
west High School in Over-
land Park, Kansa$, said it
best:

“I understand that. the

U.S. wants to be the best -

at everything, but I don’t
think the reason the na-
tional team hasn’t: flour-
ished is because our kids
high school
sports. Our best athletes
in America still aren’t mi-
grating to soccer. .. My
concern is that, at the end
of .the day, it’s going to be
only about-soccer. At the
high school level, the fo-
cus isn’t just on soccer but
also the development as a
student-athlete and human
being.”

4 000 o( 400,000 — it is un-
fair for these individuals to
have to make a choice. But
if any of these 4,000 elite
players have any hopes or
desire to play professional
soccer or. to be selected for
the Olympic team, they are
being told that path cannot
include. playing- on their
high school team.

This decision affects the
other 396,000 boys on high
school teams as well. They
are made to feel separate
and unequal, -‘which seems
to be at odds with U.S. Soc-
cer’s mission of growing’
the sport.

We will continue. our
efforts to persuade U.S.
Soccer to reverse this de-
cision so that these 4,000
individuals can continue to
enjoy the benefits of educa-
tion-based . interscholastic
sports.
