While there is never a shorftage of
fun things to do in Kentucky through-
out the year, fall remains a special time.
The days may be getting shorter, but
the list of family-friendly activities
keeps getting longer with each pdssmg
season.

One area that has seen tremendous
growth over the last dozen years is
agritourism, which is being officially
celebrated this month across the com-
monwealth. There are now almost 340
farms open for this type of business,
according to the Department of Agri-
culture, and this fall they're giving local
residents and tourists alike a chance
to pick their own pumpkins, steer
through a corn maze or buy food often
grown just a short tractor ride away.

Wineries are becoming much more
popular as well, up from four in 2003
to more than 60 now statewide.
is actually a return to an area we once
dominated long ago. Kentucky opened
the country’s first commercial vineyard
in 1798, and until Prohibition we were
the third-leading state in grape and
wine production.

rlier this year, the General Assem-
bly passed a new law that is hopefully
laying the groundwork for agritourism
to grow even more. In short, it pro-

This-

vides more liability protection for op-
erators while reminding visitors to be
careful when touring a warking farm.
‘When Indiana passed a similar law last
year, more than 100 new farms applied
1o begin their own agritourism opera-
tions.

Another homegrown program that
has taken off in recent years is Ken-
tucky Proud, which the legislature au-
thorized in 2000. There are now about
3,300 Kentucky Proud: members, and
retail sales — which include everything

from apples and zucchinis to candy -

and Christimas trees — -are at $250
million and climbing. This year the
Départment of Agriculture e;(panded
the brand to include the equlne and
timber industries, and the state is now
working to have Wal -Mart join the list
of retailers offering Kentucky Proud
products.

The state has worked hard in other
ways to get this program where it is
today. The Governor's Office of Agri-
cultural Policy ha's pmwded nearly $10
million from the state’s portion &f the
national tobacco settlement, and last
year, the General Assembly called on
our state parks to promote and use
Kentucky-grown products as much as
possible.

Farmer’s markets are broadening
the reach of locally grown produce as
well. According to lcslu’nony given in

July during the legislature’s Interim
Joint Committee on Agriculture, there
are nearly 150 of these markets spread
across 101 counties. Sales have risen
more than a third in just a few years,
from $7.6 million in 2008 to $10.4 mil- .
lion in 2011.

For those wanting to know more
about what is available around the
state, a considerable amount of infor-
mation can be found online. For agri-
tourism, visit KentuckyFarmsAreFun.
com; for a list of festivals, ‘click on
KyFestivals.com; and for a list of Ken-
tucky Proud pmducts and vendors, ‘go
to KyProud.com.

The Kentucky Department of Travel -
and Tourism and the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Parks, meanwhile, have been
offering a breakdown of peak foliage
viewing for more than a quarter-centu-
ry. With the help of naturalists at our
state parks, the website KentuckyTour-
ism.com/seasons can now tell us when
the tree colors are just right no matter
the region.

Even though fall just ofﬁclally ar-*
rived this past Saturday, time is already
drawing short to see all that Kentucky
has to offer this season. If you have not
already taken part, 1 encourage you to
consider making at least a day out of
it or venture further for an overnight
trip. There are few better ways to enjoy
a day or especially a weekend.

plained the importance he placed
on the concert. In tones equally
measured and enthusiastic, he
told what he was trying to accom-
plish: “Our goal is to get people in
the door and make them aware of
what we are doing here.”

If it seems like Trusty approach-

_~es_his new job as if everything
.depends on it, it-would only be
because he believes it does. As
he lays out the story of what he is
‘trying to accomplish, how he be-
lieves the center can revitalize an
area that has lurched precipitously
with the rise and fall of the coal
industry and reinvigorate a people
who have suffered disproportion-
ately the ills of poverty, Trusty of-
ten closes his eyes, picturing the
reality he aims to create.

Regardless, Trusty
has set a goal of $100,000 in do-
nations his first year. He fully be-
lieves_the goal is achievable, and

ermore that the investment
is worth it.

“We need  money,” he says
matter-of-factly. “I need to find be-
nevolent sponsors, some of these
wealthy people, these banks, these
doctors, these lawyers, these peo-
ple who have made a good living
in this area, to give back, to share,
to help create an environment
where we can create jobs.”

Trusty believes the kéy to
achieving that goal lies in helping
people discover the artist within
each person and . rediscovering
the ability to thrive and prosper
with . nothing more than what
they already have around them.
It doesn’t matter if they have any
previous training. What matters
more is if they have desire.

“If anybody has the means to
come over and spend 20 hours a
week, let’s say three days at the
most, come over and work with
our master artists, you can ‘be
malung dulcimers -right off the
bat,” he said. “We start out with
dulcimers and ukuleles, and then

master artists in residence, who,
as the name implies, are masters
in their field. The master artists
are provided with an apartment
and a $25,000 annual stipend.
In exchange, the master: artists
are expected to work at least 40
hours a week at the center, half
of the time on their own work
and half either working on the
center’s product line or mentor-
ing apprentice artists. The center
currently has a master luthier, or
maker of stringed instruments, in
Doug Naselroad. Trusty described
Naselroad as a true master of his
craft, having honed his skills at
Collings Guitars.

“He, like I, wants to leave a
legacy,” Trusty said of Naselroad.
“We want to change lives. We
want to improve the economy. Be-
cause at this point in our careers,
