With layoffs gathering steam in
the coal industry, Appalachia is in
need of a few big ideas to turn it-
self around.

Luckily, John Trusty
with big ideas.

The recently hired executive di-
rector of the Appalachian Artisan
Center envisions a future in which
many residents of Eastern Ken-
tucky make their way through the
world in much the same way their
ancestors did a century ago — by
relying on what they had around
them.

Trusty doesn’t expect Appala-
chian residents to return to pre-
industrial, subsistence agriculture.
Instead, he sees them combining
their innate talents with the physi-
cal and cultural building blocks at
their disposal to create value. That
is*something that has been largely
missing from the economic history
of Eastern Kentucky.

In the past, our ancestors pro-

is a man

vided the building blocks of devel-
opment elsewhere, -and’ they were
paid poorly for their contributions.
They sold timber and coal rights,
largely to out-of-state companies.
Those companies then made ob-
scene profits by converting timber
into construction materials and
furniture, and using coal to power
homes and steel mills. Our ances-
tors made pennies, while the com-
panies made dollars.

Think of it this way; Grab a piece
of firewood and try to sell it. You
might get a quarter, if you're lucky.
Transform that piece of wood into
a dulcimer, however, and you might
fetch a few hundred dollars. That's

what it means to create value, and’

that essentially is what Trusty is at-
tempting to do. &

Of course, even if successful, the
Appalachian Artisan Center can-
not cure all of Eastern Kentucky’s
historic financial troubles. But it is
a start, and it is exactly the type

of development we need “to see
happen over and'over. again, if we
expect our region to catch up with
the rest of the natign in terms of
prosperity, especially with the coal
industry showing every  sign of
limping into a waning future.

Eastern Kentucky needs the Ap-
palachian Artisan Center to be suc-
cessful, to blaze a‘mew path for en-
trepreneurs of all' stripes. But the
center' needs publi¢ support, if it
hopes to be successful. That means
money, from people like you.

Thege are lean-times, with every
indication that they will grow lean-
er still; That is why it is so impor-
tant for the Appalachian Artisan
Center to succeed. Appalachians
need to.prove, more to themselves
more than to anyone else, that they
still can make a way in this world,
r(.gardlt,;;,of what is happening in
any industry.

Thére, he con-
fronts a demon and finds out his
soul has been pawned to the big-
gest bad guy of them all.

When Kane confronts this guy,
he learns — almost too late —
that the way-to keep your ghouls
fresh is to feed thern weary trav-
elers.

It all comés together under
the skilled direction of Michael
J. Bassett.: Try to remember
that name, because this guy has
made some ultra-cool thrillers,
but has gotten zero recognition
for them. His first two features,
“Deathwatch” and “Wilderness,”
went straight to video, and this
film has yet to even snag a re-
lease. In his native England all

‘three films enjoyed a theatrical

run before going to home video.

This film is his biggest yet.
He puts together. a seasoned
cast and makes the film look like
a billion dollars despite budget-
ary limitations. James Purefoy
(HBO'’s “Rome”) cuts a fine fig-
ure as the tortured Kane. Max
von Sydow and Pete Postleth-
waite are also good in small
roles.
