was to be on the ballot, which is un-

only be voted on in even-numbered
years.

Another reason there has been rela-
tively little public debate is because, if
other states are a guide, this amend-
ment should pass with overwhelming
support.

Today through the end of November, most peoplé and
businesses that owe overdue taxes to the Commonwealth

can apply for amnesty. This means they can pay up withoutfaci penalties or fees and owe only half the interest due.
“This is a great way to add significant revenue to the

state budget in a short amount of time,” said Gov. Beshear.
“Offering amnesty also helps responsible taxpayers who&#39;

‘faced tough times.and want to get out of trouble a way to
meet their obligations arid save themi significant” money.

They can pay now or pay more later.”
ile the current database shows nearly 170,000 indivi -

uals and businesses qualifying for tax amnesty, others may
also owe back taxes. The list of delinquent debtors includes
those businesses and individuals who have a tax lien on file,
but does not include those who may owe taxes and have not
filed. The state is continuously. gathering taxpayer informa-
tion to, discover non-filers and under-reporters. ~
