PIKEVILLE — A Letch-
er County coal miner is
suing his former employer,
alleging he was fired for
reporting and - document-
ing’  safety wviolations and
cooperating with state and
federal regulators on safety
issues.

Charles Scott Howard,
of Roxana, filed a wrong-
ful discharge suit in Letch-
er Circuit Court against
Cumberland - River Coal
Company and -two of its
stlccrs, human resources

~imanager Valerie A. Lee and

president and general man-
ager Gaither -G. Frazier.
On Thursday, the case was
transferred to U.S. District
Court, in Pikeville.

In his complaint, How-
ard’s attorneys, Tony Oppe-
gard and Wes Addington,
list Howard’s activities as
a “well-known safety ac-
tivist” for more than six
pages. Thgse activities in-
cluded complaining about
conditions to management,
reporting violations to the
federal Mine Safety and

Health Administration and
the.’ state Office of Mine
Safety and Licensing, co-
operating with regulators
to correct violations, _tes-
tifying before Congress
about the need for stronger
safety laws, filing disciimi-
nation compaints against
the company, and making
a videotape of leaking mine
seals in CRCC’s Band Mill
No. 2 mine, which he later
showed to rcgu]alors s2l=l

Howard was seriously
injured July 26, 2010, while
working underground,:-the
complaint says, 'and could
not work #hile he recov-
ered from_his injuries. He
was later cleared to return
to work by ‘several doctors,
with the only restriction
being he could not work “at
height.”

When Howard “received
his final . clearance from
a neurosurgeon May 11,
2011, the complaint says,
his attorney informed the
company that he was ready
to return to work as soon
as he completed his annual
safety retraining. The com=
pany scheduled him to take
the training May 16.and

Howard saye his dis-
missal is a ruse.

“Although CRCC

Consumer choice: As American as-apple pie

Meet the Arctic apple. In the field-
trial stage since 2003, this fruit has
had bacterial and viral DNA inserted
into it — a genetic modification that
prevents browning when bruised or
sliced. One company, Okanagan Spe-
cialty* Foods, has been testing these
genetically engineered apples in New
York’and Washington — the country’s
biggest apple-producing states. Now,
they're up for regulatory review by the
Department of Agriculture (USDA).

If approved, most Arctic apples
will be used in fresh-cut apple slice
processing and by food service busi-
nesses, with some going into juice.
But traditional apple growers, includ-
ing trade organizations such as the
U.S. Apple Association and the North-
west Horticulture Council, aren’t ex-
actly thrilled. Not only could it hurt
traditional growers’ market - share,
but nearby organic and traditional or-
chards may be contaminated with pol-
len from these newfangled apples and
there could be cross-contamination at
the processing level as well.

Even the top sliced-apple company
is concemed aboul I.he food safety and

ifi ions of
1hese apples hcc;\use they could mis-

lead consumers into thinking they're
about to bite into a fresh, juicy apple
rather than one on the verge of rotting.

Are all of the risks really worth it for
an apple that resists a minor aesthetic
flaw? Millions of research dollars have
sunk into this product so that.fast
food and processing companies can
let sliced apples sit around in plastic
bags longer.

d, worst of all — as with all ge-
neuml]y modified foods — these ap-
ples won't be labeled. Consumers will
have no way to tell that they’re eating
them. Okanagan claims they’ll use an
Arctic apple sticker and an indication
of its “non-browning trait. benefit,”
but there’s no law requiring any kind
of labeling. While the European Union
has required the labeling of most ge-
netically engineered foods for years,
there’s no such requirement in the
United States.

Right now, the vast majority of pro-
cessed foods contain modified ingredi-

.ents, particularly corn, soy, and their

derivatives. But in recent years, these
crops have steadily crept into the pro-
duce aisle. Washington has approved
a total of 87 since the 1990s, seven of
which the Food and Drug Administra-
tion approved in 2011 alone.

W'lh little regulatory oversnght and

even less independent, long-term sci-
entific study on their impact on hu-
man health and the environment, it's
no wonder that a majority of consum- *
ers would not eat this newfangled food
and nearly all — 90 to 95 percent —
want genetically modified food to be
labeled so they can make informed *
choices.

In California, more than a million

voters have;ssigned to have an initia-
tive on the state’s November ballot to
mandate labeling. So far, Proposition
37 has 61 percent support from voters
despite large food and pesticide com-
panies spending at least $35 million to
confuse the public with misinforma-
tion. .
Proposition 37 and several other
statewide mandatory labeling initia-
tives in the works are about giving the
power of information back to consum-
ers and ending the tyranny that large
corporations have maintained over
our food supply. And, if there’s one
thing more American than thé apple,
it’s our right to make inforimed choices
— in this case, to decide for ourselves
whether or not to serve genetically en-
gineered apples in our pie.
