Schools must continue to

maintain textbooks, for now

Being in the publishing business, perched between the

online and paper worlds, we probably understand a little

better than most that the industry is in the midst of un-

precedented change. So, we are somewhat sympathetic
to the Floyd County Board of Education’s desire to move

instruction beyond textbooks and into the digital future.

At the same time, we cnanot help but be troubled by

some of the things we learned last week, when we decid:

- ed to look into complaints about textbooks at Prestons-

burg High School.

Utilizing the endless number of resources availble on-

line makes perfect sense! Seeking to upgrade the elec-

tronic infrastructure at our county’s school does, too. For

that matter, so does looking ahead and envisioning a day

when students’ textbooks are carried on their laptops and

tablets.
But maintaining a supply disintegrating textbooks,

some outdated, does not. Neither does implementing
a policy of forbidding students from taking their books

home for further study.
One day, probably very soon, there will not bea need for

those heavy, clunky textbooks that students have lugged
around for generations. Instead, students will be able to

store all of those books in electronic form on any num-

ber of devices. We imagine that change will provide many

benefits, such as allowing biology students to watch vid-

eos of dissections before they lay hands ona scapel, or or

allowing foreign language students to hear an authentic

pronunciation of their vocabulary words.

But that day is not here, yet.
Yes, many of those same benefits are available during

classtime, and enterprising students can scour the Inter-

net to avail themselves of those same too
‘

But not all students have Internet access at home, and

not all who d are enterprising enough to seek out such

tools, with so much, else occupying our teens’ lives.

‘We can support the efforts of schools and the board of

education to upgrade the resources upon which students

tely. We understand that change will not occur overnight,
nor will it be inexpensive.

That is why it remains important for schools. to con-

tinue investing in textbooks in the interim. Regardless of

how far we want future students to go, we cannot sacri- |

fice the few years before then by providing them with sub-

standard educational resources or restricting their access

to those resources to school hours.

‘Task force present
public pension

recommendations
FRANKFORT

— Kentucky needs a new plan
to provide a secure retirement to its-workers,

lawmakers agreed last week at the final meeting
of the Kentucky Public Pension Task Force.

The task force approved 11-1 an eight-point
proposal Tuesday, aimed at paying down pen-
sion debt and creating a new pension plan for
future employees.

© proposal’s first recommendation is that
the Commonwealth pay more into the pension
system.

Currently, the state is payihg only a portion
of the actuarially required contribution (ARC).

Legislation passed in 2008 increased the ARC’
_

Payment incrementally over time: The proposal-
*is calling for a full ARC payment by fiscal year

2015.

Each time the full ARC is not paid, additional
unfunded liabilities and higher costs are in-

curred by the state, committee Co-chair Rep.
Mike Cherry, D-Princeton, said_

To provide immediate short-term relief to city
and county budgets, the proposal suggests re-

setting the amortization period for payment of
the unfunded liability from 26 years to 30 years.

Other recommendations included in the pro-
posal would repeal the current cost-of-living

adjustments provided to retirees and would pro-
hibit public employees from being reemployed
with the state for up to two years after retire-
ment.

Under the proposed plan, pension benefits for

new hires would be calculated in a hybrid cash

balance plan. New employees would be guaran-
teed a four percent annual return on contribu-
tions.

According to David Draine, Senior Research-
er of public sector retirement systems with the
Pew Center on the States, the-hybrid cash bal-

ance plan is more predictable and sustainable
than the current plan.

Overall, the proposal is a result of bipartisan
compromise, Cherry said. “What we [ended]

up with is... something we all can agree on,” he
