“While these numbers
are only a snapshot of
what’s taking place as
Kentucky continues to
battle pain pills, it’s cer-
tainly encouraging to
know that there will be
fewer pills that could find
their way on to Kentucky's
streets and into the hands
of those, who would abuse
them,” Stumbo said. “We
are especially pleased to

to admiinister health care
to Kentuckians reports
that while usage is down,
those who truly need
these drugs are receiving
them.”

According to the num-
bers provided by Cov-
entryCares, the supply
of  Percocet,  Vicodin,
Oxycontin, Fentanyl and
Opana had dropped from
more than 1.3 million days
waorth to just over 1.1 mil-
lion.

Of the five drugs, Vico-
din was the most plenti-
ful, with a 846,219-day
supply,

996,479-day supply in the
earlier period, represent-
ing a 15 percent drop.

Opana showed  the
steepest decline, at over
32 percent.

“I understand that one
report does not
a trend,” Stumbo  said.
“However, when it comes
to the war against pre-
scription drug abuse, you
have to be encouraged by
any good news. I'd say
an organization report-

Vote is good news,

An FDA advisory panel raised hopes last week that

the next prescription drug abuse problem never hap-
pens.

The panel voted overwhelmingly against approving-|

a new painkiller in development, Zohydro, which is a
pure form of hydrocodone said to be 10 times more
powerful than Vicodin. .

Most of the 400 painkillers currently available in
the United States contain a powerful narcotic, such as
hydrocodone or oxycodone, mixed with a less power-
ful drug, such as acetaminophen or ibuprofen. Zohy-
dro would be the first pure formulation of hydroco-
done, if it were to be approved.

The panel expressed concerns about the potential
for abuse of the drug, and those sentiments echo the
concerns we have heard from local health profession-
als, law. enforcement officers and government  offi-
cials, since we began reporting on the proposed new
drug 11 months ago. Those we talked to express wor-
ries that the new drug would be even more addictive
than what is currently available, and would to higher
rates over abuse and death.

Those worries are likely well founded. Studies have
shown that pure forms of oxycodone have a 3-to-
4 times greater rate of abuse than mcdncatmns like. |
Oxycontin, which combine oxycodone with other,
less powerful medicines.

However, last Friday’s vote is not the end of the
line for Zohydro. The FDA is not expected to finish
its review of the drug until March 1, and the agency
could still give it approval, although the panel’s vote
makes it less likely.

Until that time, it is up to consumers, officials and
other interested parties to continue to make their
concerns about a potentially dangerous new drug
known.

It’s great living here in our rich
country, as long as you're rich your-
self. Take our health care system.
Unlike other wealthy countries, our
nation’s medical apparatus allows
those at the top to receive top-notch
care, while the working class has to
scrounge to survive.

If you're lucky enough to obtain
coverage in the first place, you're
then confronted with a tangle of

tape. Doctors, clinics, hospitals,
niursing homes and drug companies
vie for our business with inadequate
oversight. But what if your co ¥4

most everyone else in rich countries,
appreciate their universal care and

ratch their heads in disbelief at our
nation’s medical free-for-all.

Another _of our mind-boggling
ineptitudes is that we pay medical
providers according to how often
they see us and the procedures they
perform. They should earn more for
keeping us healthy than simply treat-
ing our everrising number of ail-
ments and administering increasing-
ly pricey tests. With no incentive to
get the job done right the first-time
around, savvy docs set up their own
clinics to refer us to, while hospitals
load up on snazzy equlpment to test
us excessively. .

Many of the CEOs of our nation’s
top hospitals rake in salaries well
over_the million-dollar mark. The

expires or the cost of your care ex-
ceeds policy limits? Tough luck.

Meanwhile, the lucky among us
continue to live longer and add to
the national health tab, increasing
Medicare costs.

But in this era of corporate obses-
sion with efficiency, the health care
system is a paragon of waste. Instead
of a streamlined system, every. insur-
ance company operates according
to its own prerogative. Doctors’ of-

| fices are now filled with more clerks

than white coats. In 2011, American
doctors spent $27 billion more on
bureaucratic paperwork than our Ca-
nadian neighbors operating under a
single-payer system.

prices.

But one thing the medical mob
can't yet keep you from doing is

in other countries. Asia and Sotuth
America have become hotbeds 'of
American medical tourism. And if we
are allowed to travel to close-by Cuba
and use its state-run health care sys-
tem in the future, you can bet we’ll
flood that country too.

As always, those at-the bottom
of the economic ladder are hit the
hardest by the health industry’s in-
competency. If you're poor, maybe
you qualify for Medicaid, or maybe
you don’t. Maybe there’s a neighbor-
hood clinic near you, or maybe not.
Maybe youre fortunate enough to
be healthy, or maybe you inherited a
gene that triggered a costly chronic
illness. .
