Balancing the’

Governor Beshear’s Blue Ribbon Commission on Tax
Reform has released -its final recommendations on Ken-
tucky’s tax structure — and their plan would mean ‘)dd
news for Kentucky seniors.

The plan recommends that seniors bear the hurd(_n of
the state’s fiscal challenges through increased taxes on re-

* tirement income. At the same time, the Commission also
recommends cutting income taxes on Kentuckians in the
highest tax brackets and lowering corporate tax rates

This unbalanced approach will unfairly burden retirees,
many- of whom have endured significant losses to_their
retirement savings in the economic recession and simply
do not have time or ability to adjust their retirement sav-
ings strategy to make up for those losses.

Unfairly taxing retirement income will take money out
of the pockets of Kentucky seniors — money that is need-
ed to cover basic necessities like groceries, prescription
drugs and utility bills. The Commission expects this tax
on retirees to generate $485 million annually.

The Blue Ribbon Commissian itself said that “retirees

-.would be negatively impacted” by this proposal and that
“taxation of retirement income could impede Kentucky's
ability to retain and attract retirees.”

The Comir ion’s report mentions the possibility of
a long-term, ictural budget deficit in Kentucky. Yet it

proposed a phn that includes hundreds of millions in tax |

. cuts, most of which are not targeted to people in need.

In its testimony before the Commission, AARP Ken-
tucky recommended seeking a fair and balanced approach
to improving the adequacy of the tax code. We recom-
mended the Commission take advantage of significant
savings available to taxpayers from increasing home and
community based senior services and decreasing the
state’s reliance on more costly nursing home care within
the Medicaid program. We will continue to urge the Gen-
eral Assembly to consider other alternatives to address-
ing the tax code.

3 The bottom line is this: balancing the budget on the
backs of Kentucky seniors is simply not thé answer. Mov-
ing forward, AARP will monitor the situation closely and
fight any attempt to unfairly tax retirement income.

‘We urge Kentuckians to contact their legislators and

- tell them that raising taxes on seniors is not a solution to
the state's budget woes.

One of the hallmarks of the holi-
days is that there never seems to be
a shortage of good food to eat. From
turkey on Thanksgiving to home-
made candy at Christmas; it’s usually
easy to find something to fill up a
plate.

Increasingly, there’s. a = strong
chance that this food has a Kentucky
connection as well, though that may
not always be readily known when
we reach into the pantry or the re-
frigerator.

Those who eat Jif peanut butter,
for example, may not realize it was
made in Lexington, home to the
world’s largest peanut butter factory.
Its owner, Smucker’s, also produces
the “Uncrustable” sandwiches that
are a staple in many school lunch
boxes. Those come out of Scottsville.

Though they aren’t necessarily
exclusive to Kentucky, there are Pop-
Tarts made in Pikeville, Laughing
Cow cheese in Leitchfield and frozen
pizzas in Florence, which produces
pies under several different names:
Tony’s, Red Baron and Freschetta.

Mt. Sterling makes Hot Pockets;
Sister Schubert’s Homemade Rolls
rise out of Horse Cave; and Paducah
can lay claim to Dippin’ Dots, the
flash-frozen ice cream often found at
amusement parks across the country.

ucts, Kentucky also plays a sizeable
role in the fast-food market. Louis-
ville has the corporate headquarters
for Papa John's, Long John Silvers
and Yum! Brdnd:. which owns Pizza
Hut, KFC and Taco Bell. Lexington,
meanwhile, is the corporate home of
Fazoli’s.

Given all of these examples, it’s no
surprise that Kentucky relies more
on the food and beverage industry
than many other states. A 2009 com-
parison by the state’s Cabinet. for
Economic Development showed that
we outpaced the national average
and every surrounding state when

ing the per of the in-
dustry’s employees agamst our to!al
workforce.

The cabinet says there are now 185
food and beverage factories across
the commonwealth, and they are re-

sponsible for 14 percent of our total -

manufacturing jobs — about 30,000
altogether.

One area that has seen phenom-
€nal growth over the last dozen years
is bourbon. Our distilleries now sell

about $2 billion worth of spirits a -

year, and there are more barrels ag-
ing in our warehouses than there are
people in Kentucky.

For a product that relies so much
on practices perfected in the past,
bourbon’s future is looking especially
bright; consider that distillers invest-
ed $170 million alone in their facili-
ties in 2011.

A Legislative Perspective

Another major factor behind Ken-
tucky’s rise in the food and bever-
age industry is “Kentucky Proud,”
which the General Assembly created
in 2000 to promote the state’s agri-
cultural products. With about 3,300
different vendors licensed to use this

Our farmers, of course, are the bed- -
rock foundation for the food industry,
and Kentucky gets high marks here
as well.
