SWIFT DEATH FOR
SALES TAX SEEN

Governor Chandle1 Pre-
pares To Fulfill Cam-

paign Promises

Opening of the 1936 General As-
gsembly session was marked by
swiftly dramatic preparations for the
passage of legislation promised by
Governor A. B. Chandler during the
three campaigns he waged last fall,
the unexpected death of W. B, O’Con-
nell on the day following his in-
duction into office as Clerk of the
Court of Appeals, and by a reported
rift between Governor Chandler and
Garth K. Ferguson, Commissioner of
Agriculture.

Earlier in the week Governor Chan-
dler announced that the first bhill to
be introduced by the administration
would be for a compulsory primary
election law. He also announced
that the administration would not be
content to let the Sales Tax die a
natural death with the expiration of
the present law June 30 but would,
instead, ask for its immediate re-
peal, with an emergency clause mak-
ing its repeal effective as soon as
it is passed and signed.

The Legislature opened with Gov-
ernor Chandler in full control of the
situation. Senate and House cau-
cuses Monday night resulted in quick
organization of both branches of the
Assembly, with J. E. Wise, Eliza-
bethtown, named president pro-tem
of the Senate; Clarence E. Nickell,
Nicholasivlle, Senate caucus chair-
man; John Kirtley, speaker of the
House, and B. F. Shields, floor lead-
er.
