One was called the “Eng-
land Bed” because the arms of
England were superbly embroidered
upon its curtains of yiolet velvet
and cloth of gold. The “Great Bed
of Ware” was widely famed for its
size, accommodating 12 persons on
its ample mattress. Elizabethan
and Tudor beds carried on the tra-
dition of formal grandeur and were
resplendent with richly carved
headboards and carved columns ex-
panding into bulbs of huge propor-
tions in addition to carved terminal
figures of men and women and an-
gels at the side of the headboard
outlined against eurtains of luxuri-
ous quality. .

At the end of the Sixteenth cen-
tury, according to a writer ih the
New York Sun, it seemed that ex-
travagance in ornamented structure
had gone as far as it should and in
the Sevenieenth century, decorative-
ly speaking, there was a breathing
spell for the wood carver. Bed
heads were shaped of graceful, ir-
regular curved lines, the frame
posts and cornice made of any
available wood, but they were cov-
ered completely with magnificent
embroideries and handsome woven
textiles such as Genoese velvet, ap-
pligued or embroidered wool and
silk rep and later damask. Scrolls
and gadroon borders were con-
strueted in wood and covered with
skill by the upholsterer who had
| reached heights of supreme excel-
| lence not since surpassed. The in-
| conspicuous framework was can-
| opied and supported on four slen-

der posts usually covered with the

material and sometimes they were
! unobtrusively carved or painted.
The mass of embroidered detail
appeared on the headboard and the
- finest examples were as elaborate

, carved wood ornament. Fabulous
sums were investied in them.

Ogyster Three Years Qld
Before Yielding Pearl

An oyster eannot be expected to tnen
ont a pearl until it is at least three
vears old, according to a writer in the
St. Louis Post-Dispateh, It will do it
naturally only If some foreign matter
accidentally gets under its skin. Then
as a form of protection it begine to se-
crete naeve, which coats the irritant
and makes @ pearl out of it In time.
First of all, the oysters are brought up
from the gea bottom, by women divers,
seantily elad in winter, and eompletely
ntde in the warm months, Then hy a
dieliente surgical operation the shells
are partially opened and the
nucleus, a piece of mother-of-pearl,
inserted between the valves of the mol-
=k,

and allowed to remain for about seven
vears. At least, It takes that long at
the eculture station at Toba, in Japan.
The pearl-breeding ovsters are ¢areful-
ly selected, protected in wire cages as
they rest on the sea bottom, and
hrought up twice a year for a thorough
rub-down.

In spite of such vigllance, only abott
G0 per cent of the oysters will form
pearls, and of those not more than 4 or
9 per cent are marketable.

Types of Corm

The types of corn grown in garden
eulture are sweet corns and pop corns.
all others heing of agricuitural value,
known as field corn. The pistillate or
female flowers are horne on cob, with
long styles. known as “silk.” ‘The
staminate or male flowers are horne uat
the top or terminus of the stalk, on the
“tassels.” 'The pollen falls from the
tassel on the silk or blows on to the
silk from other stalks and so elects
fertilization, without which the coh
would have no kernels. The eolor of
the kernels ranges from white, throuzh
light and Jdark shades of 5'eyuw. red
and purple to nearly black.

France, thanks to the existing al-
liance with Russia — resented by
many of the old-fashioned French-
men, who ask, ‘Is Stalin the real
ruler of France?'—is under pres-
sure from Russia to help the Ma-
drid government against the insur-
gents.

If Spain should become really so-
vietized, under the guidance of Rus-
sia, the Spanish peninsula would be
practically a branch and a depen-
dency of Soviet Russia at the south-
west corner of E'irope.

@ Are

of Lack of Something to Do?

Women—
They Failures Because

[N A recently published sym-

posium of twenty-eight authori-
ties on the present status of wom-
en, one well-known writer tries to
explain women's failure. She
says it is natural for women to
fail. For “it is out of the neces-
sity for food and shelter and for
providing for the family that
most men have fashioned suc-
cess, and the lack of this insistent
necessity has been a great handi-
cap on the activities of women.”

“What they have had to do,”
we are told, “women have often
done very well indeed. Crises of
illness in their children call forth
from mothers efforts that in
other phases would be termed he-
roic. Likewise, during the World
war, women faced danger and
loss gallantly, and they were
happier than at any other time
in this Twentieth century. But
there are today so few things that
women have got to do.”

If our readers find that ridi-
culous, I am glad they agree with

jects pertaining to women. To
call women failures because
more men are in “Who's Who,"”
because less women than men
have made positions for them-
selves in the professions and in-
dustries of the country, is pre-
posterous,K on the face of it. It
leaves entirely out of account the
fact that success cannot be meas-
ured by rule of thumb, that it is
a relative term. Suppose a wom-
ar who might have made a suc-
cessful office manager, a well-
known author, or a famous psy-
chologist, chooses instead to give
the major portion of her time and
interest to raising a family. Is
she a failure? That phase of the

question has been so often and

so ably discussed that I shall not
try to add to it.

However, in the statements
that men have a head start for
success in the necessity to pre-
vide for a family, and that wom-
en are at a disadvantag. because
today *‘there are so few things
they have got to do,” there is
food for thought, and, perhaps,
for discussion, by our eaders.

While it is undoubtedly true
that the success of many men has
grown out of their necessity to
earn a living, there are countless
thousands to whom that necessity
has been the obstacle between
them and success. There, again,
it is the question of what is meant
by success. It seems to me that
acquiring wealth is only one kind
of success, and it is success only
to the man who started out with
that as an object. And I have
known personally men whose con-
notation of success was making a
worthwhile centribu ion in certain
of the arts or sciences, men with
ability and talent for the work of
their dreams, who failed because
of the necessity for the daily
grind in a gainful >ccupation.

As to there being “so few
things that women have got to
do” — isn't the emancipation of

women from complete absorption
in domestic or other duties their
great opportunity for growth? In
Europe, the American woman is
regarded as notoriously her hus-
band's superior in matters of
mental growth amd cultural at-
tainment. The reason is obvious,
of course, in his preoccupation
with breadwinning which sets her
free for the higher aims of self-

improvement and cultural and
civic betterment for her com-
munity. Isn't that one kind of
success?

Once Fashion to Carry

One’s Knives and Forks

The fine craftsmanship, the
wealth of detail in ornament and
the wide variety of material em-
ployed in the handles (hafts) of
antique knives and forks is attribut-
able to the fact that these were
personal possessions, and much
prized ones. Italian influence in

| England was supposed to be re-

sponsible for the introduction of the
fork, which was rarely used there,
even in the highest circles, until
well along towards the middle of
the Seventeenth century. A guest
would bring his own set, knife, fork
and spoon, to a dinner, even as late
as the close of the century.

Travelers stopping at inns found
these sets an absolute necessity,
and they were kept in a case in a
pocket. In order to make carrying
easier, they were very frequently
of the folding type. Sometimes only
knife and fork made up the set,
each with one side shaped and one
side flat, called “twins.”

Fine polished brass, sometimes

enriched with enamel, or ivory,
amber, porcelain, pottery, rare
wood, torteiseshell, = mother-of-

pearl, silver or gold, are among
the materials which formed the
handles of this early cutlery. The
blades were sometimes elaborate-
ly engraved with mottoes, coats of
arms, figures of saints and other
ornamentation. Iron, damascened
in gold and silver, was used for
the handle of some early German
sets, and from the same country
came a set now in a museum with
jeweled gilded silver handles.—

Early Mail Delivery

So far as transcontinental mail
was concerned, St. Joseph (Mo.)
was the westernmost point of deliv-
ery up to the beginning of the Civil
war. Beyond that point almost any
one who cared to deliver mail fur-
ther, toward the setting sun was
privileged to do so, and at one time
many express companies and other
organizations were handling mail in
California. Each fixed its own deliv-
ery charges, and thus the so-called
came into general use. The
frank’ was merely a rotation on
the envelope at first done by hand
and later with a rubber stamp, de-
noting the firm carrying the mail
and the price. Delivery from San
Francisco
camp was originally $2 for an ounce
or less, and by 1834 had dropped
to §1. Many a hardy rider uncon-
nected with any organization made
it his sole business to deliver mail
to isolated camps. These riders
were the directories of the period.
