A VIATOR CONVICtED 
BY COURT MARTIAL 

Found Guilty in Loss of lm· 
portant Papers. 

Washington, D. C.-Lieut. William 
A. Moffett, Jr., twenty-six, naval 
aviator and son of the late Rear 
Admiral William Moffett, was court 
martialed and convicted at a secret 
hearing last May, it was disclosed 
recently when the decision was ap­
proved by Admiral William H. 
Standley, acting secretary of the 
navy. 

Moffett was found guilty of care­
lessness in the loss of a confidential 
service publication. Although he 
was restored to duty he was sen­
tenced to a loss of fifty numbers, 
which means, naval officers said, 
that he was demoted to a rank be­
low fifty officers formerly his junior. 

The c o u r t martialed officer, 
whose father was chief of the 
bureau of aeronautics when he went 
to his death April 4, 1933, in the 
crash of the dirigible Akron, is on 
duty at the naval air station here. 

Admiral Standley's announcement 
did not specify what publication had 
been lost and Moffett previously had 
declined to make a statement on the 
ground that the whole matter was 
confidential. 

It w a s learned from other 
sources, however, that the officer 
drew a document from navy files 
to aid him in preparing for exam­
inations for promotion. Navy 
officers said it was cusmotary for 
officers to be given permission to 
use confidential files when studying 
for examinations. 

It was said the documents Mof­
fett obtained included confidential 
publications used in signal work. 
The missing papers were said to 
have been placed in Moffett's auto­
mobile, from which they disap­
peared in some manner not known 
either to authorities or to Moffett. 

The court martial held here last 
spring was conducted with great se­
crecy. It is customary for several 
months to elapse before conclusion 
of the hearing and publication of the 
board's findings.

Don't Expect a Child to Grasp Ideas 
Mother Finds Difficult to Understand 

Spoken or written wit is what 
makes witty men feel akin. There 
is no other intellectual btothel'o 
hood on such equality. 

THERE is such a' thing as ex-
pecting too much of your chil­

dren. This does not mean that a 
child should be excused for dis­
obedience, provided, of course, 
that it is clear in the child's mind 
that his or her action is against 
rules. Nor does it apply to im­
pertinence, nor any of the regula­
tions for the kindly development 
and up-bringing of a child. 

However, the demands of child 
study sometimes make mothers 
expect as much of a child as 
would be expected of an adult. 
And, should their youngsters fail 
to come up to the standard set 
for them, mothers especially get a 
distressed apprehension that their 
beloved offspring are not quite 
up to normal mentally, although 
they may be in robust health. To 
have such fears is a serious mat­
ter for parents, and the reaction 
of such thoughts on a child is 
detrimental. Individuality in chil­
dren is pronounced, and all chil­
dren do not respond in like man­
ner to suggestions, many of which 
are accepted by the parents them­
selves, only after much child 
study. 

It must be realized that the 
theory and practice · of bringing 
up children are as widely diver­
gent as these two things are in 
every field. There is ever a happy 
medium, a balanced combination 
of the two that must prevail for 
the best 1·esults. There is no sub­
stitute for fine practical ex­
perience. Theory must be swayed 
by parental experience in the up­
bringing of children for it to be 
an aid in the building of their 
characters.
