cross-pieces. It was the badge of 
the Knights Hospitallers.. the 
Knights of St. John ot Jerusalem, 
commonly called the Knights of 
Malta because Malta was given 
them as a refuge when they were 
driven from the Island of Rhodes. 

The Catskill Mountains

If we decide 
with a larger vision of results, and 
of the best good to others as well 
as to ourselves, we become fine 
and strong characters. By the ex­
ercise of good judgment and by 
making the best of things we 
learn to develop well by experi· 
ences.
