Tops as Trainer
Sande Longs for
Old Jockey Days
AINT wrinkles—perhaps come

F from long afternoons of peering
into blazing suns ‘while galloping
hell for leather down the home
stretch — enersach
- upon his steady gray
blue eyes now. The
reddish hair is thin-
ning on the top—per-
haps worn away by
the billions of pats
inevitably, albeit fig-
uratively, bestowed
there by adoring bet-
tors. Yet the Earle
Sande who rides on-
Iy saddle horses now
—and mounts them
only in the cool of
the morning when
few are present to heed or cheer—
still is a slim young man who must
be reckoned with around a race
irack. Examine the list of winners
at the recently closed Hialeah meet-
ing if you doubt that.

Sande brought seven horses to the
meeting. That was a woefully small
number as compared to roles of
the mighty stables invited to try
their luck at this race emporium.
But Sande saddled fourteen winners,
most of them triumphing with wide
stretches of open daylight to spare.
This is a rare success for a man who
took up a new job scarcely three
years ago. All the fingers of one
hand would not be needed to count
the veteran trainers, already wise
in the ways of their profession when
a slim Idaho kid was booting home
his *first big-time winner in 1918,
who can boast of as much good
fortune.

How does this once greatest of
jockeys like the work to which he
now has turned? We sat on a faded
old brocade sofa in front of his barn
door and talked about it, while
thoroughbreds craned their necks
out of mearby doors and his two
dogs, a police and a red seiter,
clamored to divide Earle’s atien-
tion.

“Yes, training was a lot different
from riding. You had to pay at-
tention to a lot of new things. Things
you might have noted before but
never had regarded as really im-
portant.”

What things, for instance? Sande
looked at his visitor, grinned, then
fondled the setter’s ears. ““Well, just
things.”

The visitor changed the subject.

What would Sande rather do? Pre-
pare horses for some other jockey
to win with or boot them home him-
self? There was a moment’s hesi-
tation, then earnest response.

“Why, ride them, of course. There
was nothing in life like that. One
of the hardest things to get over
was not even being able to straddle
some colt for a morning gallop on
the track. But of course a fellow
with so muech weight couldn’t do
that. It wouldn’t be fair to the
horses.”

Sande mow weighs 125 as com-
pared to the 115 or so of his best
riding years. Was he training any
riders to follow in his own renown?

“No, not now. Most of the jocks
who rode for him were experienced
fellows. Still he would like to do it
some day. Real jockeys were born,
not made, even though experience
and training did smooth them out.
What he would like to do was go
back home to Idaho some day, find
some little kid practically raised
in the saddle and see what could
be done with him.”

Sceneshifter, winner several days
previously for the Maxwell Howard
stable for which Sande trains, was
whinnying from a mnéarby door.

“Basket Makers,” Weavers
of Non-Leakable Vessels

When the cliff dwellers;, from
whom the Pueblo Indian of the
Southwest is descended, came fo
Mesa Verde, now a National park
in Colorado, says a writer in the
New York Times, they found earli-
er occupants,. who had perhaps
been there for centuries. These
were known as ‘‘Basket Maker
111.” Ome of their circular, sub-
terranean houses originally thatch-
ed over, resembles the kivas, cere-
monial rooms of the cliff dwellers
and the Pueblo Indians of taday.

The Basket Makers were experts
at weaving baskets, some of which
are so tight that they will hold
water. The Basket Makers also
made sandals and were perhaps
the first to fire pottery.

The Pueblo Indians took over the
cliff dwellings, changing and
adapting them to their own needs.
They improved on the building of
houses, constructing them above
ground so solidly that the walls in
many cases are standing firmly.

The houses were built in clusters,
sometimes one on top of another.
The rooms are small, with small
windows and doors, some of which
are found sealed, the chambers
having been used as tombs. In the
back of the houses, against the
canyon walls, are smaller rooms
where grain was stored and tur-
keys were cooped (probably that
their feathers might be used in
making robes).

Beautiful Glacial Gorge
Charmed Indian Hunters

It was in March, 1851, that a
group of pioneers, organized as the
Mariposa Battalion, followed the
trail of a band of Yosemite Indians
into the valley to avenge the deaths
of settlers killed by the Indians in
raids on Savage’s trading post near
Mariposa. Early day historians re-
cord that the discovery of the mag-
nificent glacial gorge so thrilled
members of the Battalion that they
gave up their Indian hunt and went
back to Mariposa to spread the
news of what they had seen, ac-
cording to a writer in the Los An-
gles Times.

They told of sheer walls of gran-
ite rising from 3,000 to 5,000 feet on
either side of a wide gorge. Roar-
ing down from dizzy heights over

the most spectacular waterfalls
ever seen by man, one of them the
highest in the world. In the valley
below the Merced river wound its
swift way through lush meadows
carpeted with wild flowers, and
through groves of majestic pine,
fir, cedar and oak trees.

Ahwahnee, “deep grassy valley,”
,the Indians called it. A melodious
'name expressive of the distant roar
of the falls, the whisper of the wind

|'They had other mystic names, too,
{for the mighty granite monoliths
{that towered above the valley and
ifor the waterfalls. But to the Mari-
icopa Battalion it was Yosemite,
i “full grown grizzly bear,” named
