spread increase in use, should go a 
working knowledge of how to care 
for electrical equipment and keep it 
serviceable and safe. It is common 
knowledge that electricity is per­
fectly safe when properly used but 
there are certain rules which should 
be observed to keep it safe at all 
times. Lt is the purpose of this se­
;ries of articles to review these rules. 

There are five fundamental prin· 
ciples for the safe use of electricity 
in tJhe home. These are: 

1. Use electrical materials suit­
able for the job at hand. 

2. Keep electrical equipment in 
good order. 

3. Do not tamper wLth appliances 
Qr other electrical equipment. 

4. Avoid handling electr.ical cords 
and devices with wet hands. 

5. Do ·not use electrical equip­
ment adjacent to water or in 
damp places unless special pre­
cautions have been used. 

These principles can apply to all 
u~ of electricity, and jf observed, 
will go far in eliminating shock 
and fire hazards. Particular appli­
cations of these rules to some of 
the common household appliances 

will be discussed later in this series. 
The electrical equipment in a 

house could be divided for the sake 
of discussion into wiring, and ap­
pliances. This installment will be 
confined to wiring. Most house wir­
ing is located within the walls and 
therefore is concealed from view. 
'I1here is little that a householder 
can do toward keeping the con­
cealed wiring in good order; he sim­
ply must hope that a good job was 
done when the house was built. In 
building a new house, however, or 
in having an old house rewired, he 
should make sure that established 
rules and praatices are followed. 
F.ortunateLy, a set of rules has been 
drawn up for safe practices in house 
wiring, known as the N~tional Elec­
trieal Code. This Code is applied by 
electrical inspector,s over the entire 
country. It is revised periodically 
by a Committee of the National Fire 
Protection Association and has been 
accepted as an American Standard 
by the American Standards Associa­
tion. The Code recognizes a number 
of difrerent types of wiring, all of 
which are perfectly safe when prop­
erly installed. Wihlah type of wiring 
should be used in a particular case 

Allowing 3JttaChment cords and 
extemrion cords to become worn to 
the point where the wires are ex­
llJOSed, is unwise. Such cords should 
be replaced before they become fire 
and shock hazards. In having cords 
replaced see that the new cords are 
of standard quality. Cords approved 
as compLying with the safety stand· 
ards of Underwriters' Laboratories 
have bracelet-like labels wrapped 
around each length, and it is wise to 
see toot labeled cords are employed
