Birth cer-
tificates. registered totaled 56,008, as |
against 55,904 in 1936. These figures |
will no doubt be somewhat raised by
delayed certificates, particularly
those relating to births.

Fed, Ky., March 7, 1938,
Editor, Floyd County Times:

The people of the Beaver Creek
section appreciate your interest in
good roads up here and we'te also ins
terested in the proposed boycott of
merchandise, except that which
comes by freight. While this propos-
ed boycott was planned to ecover
trucks coming from a certain sec-
tion, it looks as though those whom
the boyeott would help are those who
seem less disposed to help us.

In order to make the road at least
passable, varions miners in this sec-
tion living along the road and who
are working but one or two days a
week have contributed a dollar here
and a dollar there, which has been
used to buy gas. One of our local
truckers has furnished his truck and
his labor without charge in order
that we could get a bit of this road
out of the mud. Trucks from whole-
sale houses in Prestonsburg, Paints-
ville and other points come in here
with heavy loads, cut the roads up
badly, and go on through, These
have been approached for small con-
tributions ~ to ‘help out, and these
truckmen tell us that they have to
see their employers. They, return
with the story that “the roads won’t
get so bhad but what we can get

through.’

Now it is our purpose fto be helpful
and to get this road out of the mud
and we naturally expeet co-operation
from those who are coming in here
and getting our money, ruining our
rvads in their selfish efforts, driving
our passenger cars off the road out
of their way.

Bonanza Correspondent
Describes Postoffice Scene

Twelve o'clock! All chores are de-
serted, all cares are forgotten; eyes
beam, hearts beat, and hopes rise at
the same rapidity!

BYWATERS CONDUCTS

The commercial value of sheep|
wool is determined not only by the|
length and fineness of its fibres bat
by its solidity as well, said Dr. By-
waters. While normal wool is solid,
some sheep have only partly solid
wool, the rest of it having hollow
wool fibers, Thig fact, known to sei-
entists as medullated ~wool fiber,
keeps the wool from dyeing evenly
and thus can be used only for cer-
tain things.

Using the Southdown, Hampshire
Down, and Cheviot breeds for his ex-
periment, Dr. Bywaters plans to take
three uniform size locks of wool
from each sheep, one lock each from
the meck, lower side, and middle
thigh. After washing these three
samples in gasoline and cleaning
them of foreign material, he will se-
