AS SLAYER :

OF CROSS

ACCUSED NAMED
AS THIRD MAN
IN DEATHROOM

. BULLETIN: BShortly before THE
TIMES was published, Tommy Ratliff
waived preliminary hearing, and his
bond was set af $10,000. The bond
had not been executed early Thursday
afternoon. Investigators considered
the mystery solved.

Judge Stephens Thursday morning
testified that while he and Cross en-
gaged in friendly conversation in

“Fommy Railiff was standing at my
back and, all at once, the shot. When
I looked around, Tommy was gone,”
he stated.

Asked if Ratlff was in the room at
the time the shot was fired, he replied,
“Absolutely.”

Judge Stephens said that, although
Cross waved his revolver about, he at
no time appeared angry with anybody.
He added that he did not see Ratliff
with a weapon.

“When Waid fell,” he said, “I stood
looking at him. I couldn’t realize he
was hurt.” :

Judge Stephens said Cross stood at
the foot of the bed when the shot was
fired. °

County and city authorities
were admittedly baffled Wed-
nesday by the mystery sur-
roundng the slaying in a hotel
room here, around midnight
Tuesday, of Waid Cross, 45,
well-known Prestonsburg man.

An investigation which be-
gan shortly after Cross fell
dead with a revolver bullet
wound in his forehead and
lasted on through Wednesday
became increasingly muddled
as stories told by “witnesses"”

entangled investigators in a
maze of contradictory evi-
dence.

That Mr. Cross, a former
automobile and tire salesman,
was murdered has been estab-
lished, But the murder weapon
is missing and none of half a
dozen persons in the vicinity
of his room admitted, when
questioned Wednesday, having
seen his slayer. His own re-
volver, found inside his belt,
had not been fired.

No motive for the crime has been
established.

THE EGG GOURD

ONG AGO in this column I dis-
cussed the many uses of gourds
in earlier times; the thing that

— | made me start thinking about gourds

was seeing one at a wayside spring
when I was on & camping trip. Since
then I have had another experience
with gourds that renews many a mem-
|ory. While visiting my old home in
(1939, I found and brought back with
me & gourd that has been in the fam-
|{ly since some years before the Civil
| War. This large old gourd now occu-
| ples a prominent place in my office,
| gazed at rather furtively by people
| whose memories do not run so far back

| This particular gourd holds well
over two gallops and was. used for
more than 50 years as the container
of eggs. I cannot remember just how
| many dozen it would hold, but you can
| imagine that there would be several.
A big square hole had been cut in the
side, biz enough for anybody to get
|th hand in or out witn three or four
eggs in it. This hole also furnishes a
natural handle, and by it the gourd
has been taken dozens of times to the
country store at Fidelity and its con-
tents traded for calico, coffee, sugar,
|and other things needed in the farm
home.

Its first romantic journey took place
in 1854, when it came all the way
| from Rockingham county, North Caro-
| ina; in a covered wagon, as its own-
ers made their way into the Jackson
Purchase to start a new life and a
:new home in the wilderness. It be-
|longecl to the very old lady whom I
mentioned some months back in the
| article on “A Lover of Flowers"” In
fact, it was filled with flower and gar-
den seeds by this very woman, young
then and facing the wilderness un-
| afraid. As I sald prewiously, the flower
| bulbs and seeds that she brought be-
| came for a whole mneighborhood a
| source of joy and aesthetic life. The
!philoaophy of most of the people of
| Pidelity was dead-set against beauty,
but a few of us persisted in our love
for flowers until some of the stand-
|patters were converted to our point of
i view. And this old gourd, not so pretty
to look at, had its homely share in
bringing to the “Last West” of EKen-
tucky some of the aesthetic pleasures
of an older civilization east of the
mountains.

The longer I contemplate folkways,
the more important seem the means
| by which culture is fransmitted. We
| are so beset with gadgets 'today that
| we hardly see how things can mean
| much to people. Junk accumulates
| faster than the rats can chew It up
or we can lug it to the basement or
the attic or sell it to the second-hand
man. Every day when I burn news-
| papers and pasteboard cartons, I
| think how useful some of them would
have been in our earlier days, when
we treasured such things and rarely
destroyed so much as a scrap of any-

thing. Earlier still, containers were
scarce, and the homely gourd, easily
grown along the garden fence, became
a source of help to most farm houses.
From a few gourds to hold salt and
soda and such things to a modern kit-
chen cabinet with places for more
than most of us can afford is a long
way, & way that many of us have
spanned in our lives, even without
being now feeble or forgetful of what
is or has been.

Extensive Tests
For Hybrid Corn

Farmers in 105 counties in Kentucky
co-operated with county agents and
the state College of Agriculture in 798
demonstrations in growing hybrid
corn last year. Yields averaged 9.3
over common kinds. The top yleld
was 64.7 bushels, made by a yellow
hybrid called Ky. ¥102.

Demonstrations also were begun last
year in co-operation with commercial
hybrid corn seed producers in 33
counties. “The dry season Was more
unfavorable for large, later white hy-
brids than for small, earlier yellow
hybrids,” comments W, C. Johnstone,
of the College of Agriculture. “The
yvellow hybrids were particularly high
in tests where the drouth was severe,
but in the high yielding plots, partic-
ularly those little affected by drouth,
the better white hybrids consistently
outyielded the yellows, with the possi-
ble exception of Ky. Y102.”

§€J WAS looking for parkers,” Deputy Constable

l Jimmy Hatfield of Pike county, who shot to
death a young Williamson, W. Va., auto mechanic, at
a Pike county roadside last week, is quoted as saying in
explanation of the tragedy.

And he found his quarry. Parkers. Young William
Stock and his wife.

Parked at the roadside—what a ghastly crime!

He wasn't looking for bootleggers,
thieves or any of those more serious law violators, if
we are to believe Hatfield was correctly quoted in the
newspapers. He was looking for parkers.

And so a man was killed—in the name of the law,
in the name of a law whose representative was con-
cerning himself with a minor offense that often pays
off well.

One wonders why County Judges do not exercise
better, saner judgment in approving the appointment
of such officers. Pertinent questions a Judge might
ask himself are: Is this man a good citizen himself?
Or is he the “coffee money” type? Is he to be trusted
with a deadly weapon in the pursuit of his duties? Or
is he the type that considers his weapon not a means
of defense or law enforcement but an engine of de-
struction and ons to be used?

And, seeing a grim sort of mockery made of law en-
forcement as a result of such dereliction of official
duty on the part of County Judges, one also wonders
why the State Legislature dees not eliminate the of-
fice of deputy constable or restrict its duties fto
that of execufing the processes of Magistrates' courts.

Not all such officers are bad, but tha bad so over-
shadow the good that elimination of the office would
relieve the body politic. of something it. would fare
better without.

RE-DISTRICTING, IN FLOYD COUNTY
UNNECESSARY
HE RUMOR persists that Floyd county will be re-
districted so as to give the county eight instead
of four Magisterial divisions.

But THE TIMES confidently expects no such thing
t0 happen. ; { :

It believes that County Judge Hill will agree that
Tour more Magistrates will serve no good purpose;
that the county’s fiscal affairs can be administered
by four men as well as eight—that, in fact, there is
less chance for error, unintentional or otherwise, by
the lesser number of men doing the spending for the
county.

It is quite possible that some changes in the boun-
daries of certain districts could be made so as to
make the Magistrates more easily accessible to cer-
tain sections but that can be done without splitting
the county four more ways. ¢

With improved roads, the resident of a section ten
miles removed from the Magistrate’s headquarters is
as near now as his father would have been, two miles
from the Magistrate, fifteen years ago.

Addition of four more Magistrates will mean an
additional $24 for the taxpayers to pay, each time
the fiscal court meets. A costly luxury, that, to sat-
isfy the ambitions of a few individuals and politicians.

The people of Floyd county, in the months to come,
should not- concern  themselves with re-districting.
What they should begin to think -more about is the
serious job of electing FOUR good and capable men
to represent them.

LET’S CLEAN UP )
OUR COUNTY, TOO ¥

URING the recent term of circulf eourt just clos=
D ed, Police Judge James Bailey was convicted of
the offénse of misfeasance in office and assessed. &
fine of $200. We have no comment to make urﬁﬂﬁe
Justice of the convietion, but, accerding to the evi-
dence brought out on the trial, he is not the only ecity
official guilty of neglect of his official duties: Ken-
tucky Statutes require that “every official of f eounty,

. or incorporated fown, whose duty it is, by rea-
son of his office, to receive and disburse funds shail.
within thirty days after the close of the fiseal year,
CAUSE TO BE PUBLISHED IN A NEWSPAPER a

statement showing the amounts received=SSniigfess

dates; te whom paid-/and the amounts disbursed, and
for what purpose, and shall pay for such publication
from funds in his hands. Every official gullty of fail-
ure or refusal fo have such a statement published
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon indict-
ment and conviction shall be fined not less than $50 "

We do not know that there is anything erocked in
the conduct of the city or county offices, but WE DO
ENOW that, during the past two years, there has
been NO FINANCIAL STATEMENT published by
either the City Treasurer or the County Treasurer.
It ‘was said, in the trial of the Bailey case, that the
Mayor had received and disbursed ecertain’ funds
without allowing those funds to go through the hands
of the City Treasurer. If this is true, the Mayor is
required by law to pul:!iish a statement of the funds
so received and disbursed, and failure or refusal to
do so will subject him to indictment, The City Treas-
urer must also publish such a statement.

The County Treasurer has expressed himself as
willing to publish a financial statement, but unwilling
or unable to provide for any payment for such puhb-
lication. The statute provides for payment “from
funds in hand,” and the payment is as much a part
of his obligation as the statement itself.

Anather statute, which has not been repealed, pro-
vides for publication BY THE PFISCAL COURT, of
a full list of all claims allowed by that court in each
fiscal year. This has NEVER been published.

There must be some reason for the reluctance of
these officials to allow their acts to be exposed to the
light of publicity. It may be that “there is something
rotten in Denmark”—or at least in Magoffin county.
The taxpayers of Salyersville and of Magoffin countjl
are awaking to the faet that this money which goes
through the hands of the city and county officials is
their money, and that they are entitled to know just
what has been done with it.

Before the next grand jury, in April, let's get back
of these officials and see that these statements are
published. If they continue. their refusal or failure
to have this publication made, then our only recourse
is to go before the grand jury and indict each re-
sponsible official—the Mayor, the City Treasurer, the
County Treasurey. and each member of the Fiseal
Court—Salyersville Independent.

THE “PISTOL DEPUTY?”

HE INCIDENT on Pond Creek last week-end 'was
a bloody example of a disgraceful ‘error in Ken-
tucky's law enforcement system—a system which
permits the indiscriminate appointment of deputy
constables.
To begin with, there should be absolutely no need
in this state for a depfity constable. To the sheriff of
the county, the state police and the elected constables

" should go the entire responsibility for law enforce-

ment.

The fee system of remuneration for constables and
their deputies is the real menace of the whole set-up.
State police, county sheriffs and their deputies are
on a salary basis. In most cases, these officers make
arrests on truly responsible charges.

Not so with many constables and their deputies
over the state. They have made nuisances of them-
selves by making arrests for profit. If constables are
to be employed as law enforcement officers, the state
system should provide them with a salary.

The Pond Creek incidént is ‘only one of scores and
hundreds of episodes throughout the state resulting
from the indiseriminate appointment of deputy con-
stables.

These fellows are called “pistol deputies.” They get
an appointment from a constable so that they can
carry a gun. They have been known tfo settle per-
sonal grievances with the guns the state permits
them to carry. These cases are varied, and familar
to all.

The, News ‘does not imply that all deputy constables
are killers, Many, many of them are upright citizens,
doing great service in their counties. Pike county is
fortunate in having only a few of the “pistol deputy”
type.

But The News reiterates an opinion often wvoiced
before—that the fee system of pay, and the indis-
criminate appointment of deputy constables is a dis-
grace to the Commonwealth.
