ITH Judge Stephens’ recent suggestion that the
w nutiber of defense challenges of jurors should

be reduced from fifteen to ten THE TIMES
is in slight disagreement.

The number of challenges should be cut to five—
exactly the number of challenges enjoyed by the
prosecution.

For the law to presume that a murderer, rapist
or any other felon is innocent until proved guilty is
enough on the side of the defense. After that, there
should be no weakening of the law as it shoulders the
burden of “making & case.” Odds of three to one on

There is no need for any individual to fear that
equalization of jury challenges would deprive the de-
fendant of the right of a “fair” trial. There always

They prefer partiality—
in their favor.

‘WHILE THERMOPYLAE IS FOUGHT ...

HILE a hundréd Thermopylaes are being fought
w by the heroic descendants of the ancient Spar-
tans assailed by barbarifn hosts, Capital and
Labor in this country engage in a war on their own
that may not cnly lose the war for those whom we
are pledged to aid but also lose for workers and em-
ployers alike all they have gained.

THE TIMES has no idea of arguing Labor's case
or Capital's case. Already there is too much arguing.
Neither has an immaculate record, but beth could
redeem themselves this month, this year, by forget-
ting old grievances and turning to the task to which
the resources of this country have been dedicated—
to making America the arscnal of democracy and to
supplying those embattled democracies the materials
with which to win their dsath-struggle with the dic-
tatorships.

At this hour America parallels France before its
subjugation in the dissension among its people.
When France went to war for the second time against
Germany, there was little unity; the quarrel between
classes was deeper, more bitter, than was the average
Frenchman’s hatred of the enemy across the Rhine.

From all this bickering in America, however,
there has emerged one example of good common-
sense. That example was set in the defeiment of the
proposed strike in the mills of the U. S. Steel Cor-
poration. There, instead of a strike, picketing, Tiot-
ing, charges and counter-chargss, a “breathing spell”
of a week is being taken whiile company officials and
union representatives are trying to recason the thing
through to a satisfactory conclusion. All that may
spell nothing—but, like Americans with democratic
principles, they at least ‘are trying in a human and
humane way.

If this preparedness program and this aid to
Britain and Greece and Yugo-Slavia are worth
seven billions of American dollars in the year 1841,
we and they should get value reeeived.

Eggs Plentiful;
Eat Them Freely

With hens, April and May are busy
months. So is June. During those
three months the hens lay about as|
many egs as they do all the other
nine months of the year.

“With this springtime spurt in egg
production just starting, now is a good
time to check up on eggs in the fam-
ily dist.," says Miss Forence Imlay,
nutrition specialist for the Kentucky
College of Agriculture. “The meost im-~
portant faet about an egg is that it is
a packags full of food values you want
to get into the family diet. Eggs ave
good body builders because of the ef-
ficient protein in thelr yolks and
whites. The yolks are especially rich
in iren, the.mineral needed for red
blood cells. They are an important
source of calcium, a rich source of
phosphorus, and a good source of
ribeflavin (vitamin G.) Vitamins A
and D are present in varying amounts.

|

“For all these reasons an egg a day
for veryone in the family is a good
rule to follow. But if you can't man-
age that, try to get at least four or,
five eggs a week into the diet of ev-
ery child in the family. And see t-hia,!;r
adults get at least three or four a
week."”

Instead of ‘“hard-boiling” eggs,
“hard cook” them in simmering wa-
ter. Fry eggs in a little moderately
hot fat. Never let water boil around
eggs as you poach them. Use a thick
pan for omelets and scrambled eggs
and keep the heat low under the pan.
Cook soft custards over hot water, not
boiling water. And have the oven
temperature very slow to moderate
for different baked dishes containing
many eggs.
