AFTER WIFE'S BODY 
fOUND FRIDAY 
NEAR WARFIELD 
Brought to the Floyd county jail 

here Saturday for safekeeping, on or­
der of County Judge J. C. Fletcher 
of Martin county, Wallace Bailey, 23, 
cparged with the murder of his wife, 
18-year-old Gladys Chaffin Bailey, 
to:d THE TIMES Tuesday that he 
had been arrested "on suspicion; some­
body had to be arrested." 

At the same time Bailey was jailed 
here, Judge Fletcher's order was con­
signing Doug Chapman to the Johnson 
county jail to face trial in the same 
case. 

Judge Fletcher's order provided that 
neither be permitted to execute bond. 

Body of Mrs. Bailey was found last 
Friday, below the Kermit bridge across 
Tug river, near Warfield, by a fisher­
man, R. L. Fannin. Dr. Wm. Keith, 
Martin county health officer who con­
ducted an inquest following discovery of 
the body, was quoted as saying that 
Mrs. Bailey, an expectant mother, had 
been strangled, that fingerprints were 
visib~e on her throat.

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A SLAYER, THE WIDow•s MITE­

AND FLOYD COUNTY 

TWO weeks ago, a w€ek after Henry Hale had been 
, shot to death at Dwale and his fiancee had been 

wounded as she fled from the death-spitting 
muzzle of a revolver, this newspaper was asked to 
state that a reward of $150 was being offered for the 
slayer's arrest. 

THE TIMES was informed that the widowed 
mother of young Hale had placed in a local bank $50 
as a reward for the capture of her son's slayer, that 
the Floyd fiscal court was increasing this reward by 
$100. This was pUblished, on the presumption that 

I the statement was true • 
Monday, more than three weeks after the slay-

' ing, THE TIMES learned that the mother had in­
deed posted her $50-but, at the same time, came the 
news that the fiscal court had not only failed to de­
posit with the bank the promised $100 but had also, 
in its meeting :M:onday, failed to make any appropria­
tion whatever as a reward. 

But surely, if this case is as atrocious as it has 
been described by peace officers, the court 'Will re­
consider its action--<>r, rather, its choice of taking no 
action in the matter. Those who have repeatedly 
searched for the fugitive claim that he is being se­
creted in the community where he committed his 
crime; that they have sought his arrest in vain .

DR. R. D. JUDD, of Morehead State College, gets 
down to earth in the following comment which 

he contributes to THE TIMES: 
"The w1iter has just returned from the KEA at 

Louisville and he is inclined to foist on his readers 
one major observation. It was his privilege to talk 
to educators from the Purchase, The- Pennyroil, and 
othe1· sections of our state. 

"There was one general deduction which I shall 
make that seems warranted from the tone of con­
versation which I heard while there. First it seemed 
to be the consensus of opinion that high school stu­
dents all ove1· the state are restless and that the ave­
rage teacher is having a hard time keeping her stu­
dents still long enough in order to teach them any­
thing. Students are 'constantly going to contests of 
various sorts over the st;&te. 

"In the o:den days there was a focal point of 
learning in the class room. It has now been moved 
out in the great open spaces away from the desk, the 
blackboard and the laboratory. The reader may be 
able to give a sensible reason for this restlessness 
among our youth but it appears to the writer that 
this condition is attributable to "the times." The 
world is upside down caused by the war raging in 
Europe. 

"We teachers who are responsible for instruction 
must take a sober, calm and sensib'e view of things 
by helping these young people get both of their feet 
on the ground . The classic, age-old statement of 
David Perkins Page still holds, 'As the schoolmaster 
so is the schooL' 

"If our teachers get a better, firmer grip on the 
rea.l issues in classroom teaching it can not help but 
be paseed on to the student.
