The war 
has reached a point where we must think in terms 
of the effect of a Nazi and Fascist victory upon 
curselves. And we are simply deluding ourselves 
if we doubt that the fall of England would en­
tail the loss of oul" ·world position. 

It is not a question of whether we have or 
have not or would or would not "mind our own 
business." The tragedy of the enslavement of the 
European continent tells us differently-tells us 
that the cruel and calculating program of German 
conquest is something far removed from whether 
nations do or do not "mind their own business." 

If the United States had "minded its own 
business" from the outset of this conflict, Adolf 
Hitler's victory over the Eastern Hemisphere 
would have been complete by now, and he would 
have within his possession the power and the 
weapons to drive North American inftuence from 
south America. Who can say that he would not 
have attacked the United States directly while we 
were still so completely unprepared? 

By hesitant and slow steps-every one dictated 
by our own interest-the United States has man­
aged to stave off a Hitler victory in Europe, and 
has kept the war overseas. Those with their spe­
cial reasons for disagreement have called them 
"steps toward war." They have been blind to real­
ities. 

From the outset, Adolf Hitler and his accom­
plices have been at war with civilization as we 
know it-with our way of life. He has conquered 
15 nations, enslaved everyone within his reach. 
Are we to doubt that he and his fellow aggressors 
mean to permit us to live in peace and prosperity 
when they have engulfed all the others and have 
access to the seas? 

As long as England stands, the seas 'Will re­
main in Anglo-American hands. As long as she 
stands, the United States will not face the awful 
necessity of retreating and standing alone in the 
last ditch with the power and resources of the 
rest of the world arrayed against us. 

England must not fall. At the moment that 
is the most important consideration in our own 
self defense. If she should fa~l. make no mistake 
about it, the war will not end-it will come to the 
Americas. We must not permit England to fall­
not so much for her sake, but for -our own.-Cin­
cinnati Enquirer.

The suit upon which testimony 
-vas heard was brought by the 
Ccmmonwealth of Kentucky thru 
Commonwealth's Attorney Allen. It 
sets forth that the defendant gas 
ccmpanies make claim to the land 
through deeds filed in 1931 and 
based on a grant issued to one Ben­
jamin Haskell in 1787. 

Pending in the United States 
Court for the Eastern District of 
Kentucky is an action involving a 
part of the same land. The plain­
tiff is Penn-Ken, incorporated un­
der the laws of the state of Dela­
wa.re but with headquarters in Chi­
calllO, and the defendant is the 
Warfield Natural Gas Company of 
Charlestcn, W. Va. 

In this action, Penn-Ken seeks 
damages, totaling $70,466,900 for 
alleged infringement upon 130,400 
acres. 

Although Kentucky became a 
state in 1'792, five years before the 
Haskell patent was granted, it later 
made a compact with Virginia 
recognizing various patents given 
by the latter's Governor.
