A slzeat-le piece of patronage­
important because county elections 
a ;·e being held this year- passed 
into the hands of the magistrates 
by the state Court of Appeals rul­
ing on employment of county road 
workers last week. 

The court construed a 1940 act as 
giving county fiscal com·ts power to 
hire and fire road laborers, instead 
of the county judges. The fiscal 
courts are composed of the county 
judge and the magistrates of the 
county, usually three te five in num­
ber , and capable of outvoting the 
judge. 

The opinion, writtm by Osso W. 
Stanley, an appellate commissioner, 
also said that in some undisclosed 
way the wording of the act had 
been changed between the time the 
state Senate passed it and the 
House of Representatives took it 
up for consideration. 

When the act passed the Senate, 
Judge Stanley said, it authorized 
the fiscal court to hire and fire and 
set laborers' pay but when the bill 
came up in the House, "there had 
been added to the section, as it re­
lated to the employment and work 
of the laborers, the words, 'or 
county judge' after 'fiscal court' in 
both places. There is nothing in 
the journals of either house dis­
closing how this material change 
occurred or by whom it was made," 

The opinion declared the act had 
to be construed as adopted.
