FREE NATIONS SHALL RULE 

THE FREE NATIONS shall rule the world when 
fin•.l adjustments are made after the close of 
this world war. These nations, known as de­

moC:.raci s, have suffered frightfully from the am­
bitious hims of unscrupulous and cruel dictators. 
Millions of lives have been sacrificed, nations have 
been impoverished, the people have been kept in 
ignorance of their rights to freedom denied by the 
wanton acts of a few shrewd but ruthless leaders. 

The mistakes of the past will serve as a guide 
during the progress of the present war and the final 
terms of peace. A perfect adjustment cannot be 
expected, yet nothing less tfian world freedom will 
:follow eventually the horrors and sacrifices of the 
present brutal conflict. 

This is no time for cowards and weaklings. 
Brave hearts alone can free bankind from the 
shackles and miseries of wartorn peoples. Free 
peoples must move forward fearlessly. The Wheel­
~rs and Lindberghs and other similar and harmful 
t>lements must be relegated to the rear. Political 
and rell.g1ous freedom have suffered too long from 
the audacious conduct of corrupt and athestic dic­
tators. Above all, no compromise should be made . 
Every dictator should follow the fate of Napoleon. 
'The leading war-mongers, who are responsible for 
this world tragedy, should be imprisoned for life 
,on some lonely island, where they can do no further 
tlarm, and as an object lesson to all designing 
persons, who may be tempted to try the overthrow 
of :free goverm ts. 

Hitler, Stal , Mussolini and the rest of the 
tyrants end their careers in deserved dis­
gracL The glorious work for freedom can and will 
be done thoroughly and well, and the United States, 
assisted by other American nations, and the Brit­
ish Empire will not shrink from a plain duty to re­
lieve themselves and other suffering peoples of a 
:return of such a cruel and silly war. While this 
war is shocking, silly and unnecessary, still it is the 
inevitable result of avarice and greed and Godless 
action. No people can disregard the Almighty God 
and prosper very long. These shackles must be torn 
away, the conscience of people must be left free 
1o worship as they see and understand. 

There are ~nly two governments powerful 
encrugh to achieve world freedom, the United 
States and the British Empire. Other American na­
tions can render valuable aid but they are not 
trained and developed as they need to be for a con­
.fiict of such gigantic proportions. These powers are 
preparing to settle this world orgy without com­
promise or dishonor. Weak hearts may hide away, 
and traitors will languish in shame. The die is cast 
and there is no turning back with safety. The cost 
should not be considered. The loss of wealth is 
6Illllll beside the loss of both wealth and freedom. 
The job has to be done and it will be done more by 
means of machinery than by great numbers of 
men. 

Without a change in ideas the first reckoning 
will have to be made With Japan whose navy is a 
litanding menace to the United States and may 
have to be captured or sunk. The demand of a 
nation like Japan to control and exploit several 
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hundred millions of people is the worst of impudence 
and cannot be tolerated. The markets of the Ori­
ent are necessary to American defense. 

The United States may be waiting for more 
thorough preparation but the wait should not be 
too long. Hitler has millions of prisoners of war at 
work building boats and other instruments of war­
and the two navies can and should control the 
and world freedom should be scouring the oceans 
in search of enemy submarines and other hostile 
water craft. These should be sought out and sunk 
and the two navies can and should conerol the 
oceans, When this is done and plenty of big bomb­
ers are made and used on Germany and her fac­
tories the war may end without compromise within 
two or three years and without need to invade the 
mainland, where Hitler is most powerful.

OF REGISTRATION AND PURGATION 
By J. HOWARD HENDERSON 

(in The Courier-Jountal) 

CONGRATULATIONS to S. S. Pinney, Nat 
Young and Dr. W. B. Robinson, valuable 

members of the Montgomery county board of reg­
istration and purgation, for the splendid service 
rendered to election honesty in that county. They 
have shown how easy it is to really keep the elec­
tion lists in rural counties free from the names of 
persons not entitled to vote. 

Working but twenty-one days the board removed 
approximately 1,900 names from the registration 
books of Montgomery county. It was the accumu­
lation of several years and hereafter the board 
would need to sit but a few days each year to keep 
the books purged . 

County Judge Earl Senff deserves congratulations 
for a willingness to have the work done before the 
recent primary. In many other counties, local offi­
cials recognized the need for thoroughly going over 
the registration books, but were unwilling to un­
dertake the work until the primaries were out of 
the way. 

In Franklin county, for instance, the election lists 
are cluttered up wth at least 2,000 illegal voters. 
Nothing was done about it before the primary. 

The total Democratic vote in the primary fell 
far short of the total Democratic registration. 

That is not proof that the election was free of 
illegal voting. To have used repeaters to vote out 
the full strength of the registration books would 
have created an open scandal. That some system 
was in use whereby illegal votes were cast in some 
Franklin county precincts is most likely. 

When the Montgomery county board started its 
work it C!!lled before it a number cf well informed 
citizens, who, working over the registration lists 
ill the section they knew, furnished the board with 
a tentative list of doubtful names. The names of 
the known dead were stricken. This eliminated 
about 500. Where the regist:-ant w~s alive but his 
right to vote in a particular precinct was under 
question, notices were served on the registrant 
whose case was heard by the board is he responded: 

Those temporarily absent were not stricken of 
cou:-se. Reasonable doubts were resolved in !~ vor 
of the registrant. Many clerical errors that had 
been on the books as far back as 1935 were found, 
and are co:-rected. 

On primary day the board sat in session at th-e 
courthouse all day, with Judge Senff to hear com­
plaints by any voter whose name had been stricken 
but who claimed the board had made an error. 

As a result of its fine work Montgomery county 
can boast that it has as good a registration ma­
chinery as there is in Kentucky. The cost is not 
excessive. The work set a fine example to other 
rural counties, where registration books are a mess. 

The State Purgation Board could render a real 
service if it would ask other county boards to do 
what Montgomery's board has done.

Here is a prescription that can 
be followed with real pleasure-for 
the delicate quivery texture and 
the fresh tang of the lemon in this 
molded cake and custard dessert 
foster an illusion of coolness no 
matter what the thermometer may 
read. 
Th~ preparation of this dessert 

is simple, too, so simple in fact­
that you can easily flt it into any 
crowded summer schedule. If you 
wish, the sponge cake may be pur· 
cbased from a baked goods counter. 
The lemon custard, however, which 
gives the dessert its superlative 
flavor, can be quickly made in your 
own kitchen. 

Particularly is this true, if you 
own a modern electric range. As 
you know, time-worn custom has 
neces,;itated the use of a double 
boile1· wlien making custards. How· 
ever, "\Yhen cooking "ith the low, 
evenly distributed heat of a modem 
electric range, only a medium­
weight, ordinaq saucepan Is need­
ed. The low, constant, controlled 
heat coagulates custards to a 
smooth creamy consistency without 
a trace of curdling. This low sur­
face heat, only one among the sev­
eral heat settings found on the 
electric range, is also a real safe­
guard in the cooking of milk and 
egg mixtures, making it possible 
for the amateur cook to prepare 
these easy-to-burn products with 
ease and assurance.

But back to our cake custard 
dessert; it should chill at least 2 
hours to be firm enough to unmold 
but may chill overnight or longer. 
Here is the recipe: 

PETITE CAKE MOLD 

(Serves 8) 

4 egg yolks {well-beaten) 
1 cup sugar 

% cup lemon juice 
1 teaspoon grated lemon rind 
2 teaspoons unflavored gelatin 
3 tablespoons cold water 
4 egg whites (beaten stiff) 
1 small unfrosted cake or a 

portion of a large one 
(angel food, sponge or 
plain cake) 

Mix beaten egg yolks with % cup 
of sugar, lemon juice and rind and 
place in saucepan on electric sur­
face unit. Cook over a low heat, 
stirring frequently, until the mix­
ture is thick enough to coat a 
spoon, about 1'2 to 15 minutes. 
Meanwhile sprinkle gelatin over 
cold water and soak for 5 minutes; 
then add this to the hot custard 
mixture and stir until dissolved. 
Beat egg whites until stitf-then 
to them gradually add remainder of 
sugar while still beating constant­
ly. Fold this egg white mixture into 
the custard and remove from heat. 
Brush S·inch ring mold or small 
ahgel food cake pan lightly with 
salad oil. Cut cake into small 
squares, arrange in mold, and cover 
witll the custard. Chill in refrige­
rator until firm-at least 2 hours. 
Unmold and serve with whipped 
cream if desired. Garnish with 
cherries or fresh fruit of any de­
