That new fountain-head of justice

It is
the power of recall.

Voters of a dozen or more other
statét may, upon filing of an appli-
«<ation bearing the signatures of twenty-
five percent of the electorate, hold
a2 special election between regular
MO“ times, so that it may be deter-

mined if this or that official is conduct-
ing his office to the satisfaction of the
majority. If he isn't proved to be doing
the work right, he is recalled—that is,
removed from office. If he is satisfactory,
the resultant vote is a vote of confidence
that sends him ahead with greater con-
fidence to continue the work he has al-
ready started.

1t would be an expensive undertak-

ing, a special election on recall. But what
is more expensive than a set of officials
violating the confidence of their support-
ers, the trust of a county or state and
the oath to which they have solemnly
subscribed ?

What their loss would have meant can be ap-
preciated by imagining the Great Lakes industrial
section and Minnesota’s iron ranges beyond the
border. And this is the least of the possibilities
their loss might have entailed, Across the Mississippi
was & foreign land—Spanish then, soon to be
French again,

EKentucky stood alene, a narrow, mneglected
peninsula ®*projecting into the wilderness, its sparse
population harassed by savages from the other side
of the Ohio, their main artery of commerce, the
Mississippi, still in warring Européan hands.

Here, as a consequence of enlarging the west-
emn territory, we fomented the War of 1812. Here
agitation for opening the Mississippi focused atten-
tion until the Louisiana Purchase was consummat-
ed, The acquired momentum carried us to the Pa-
cific as opportunity arose; but Clark and his Ken-
tuckians imparted the initial impetus. 'To their
foresight and heroism we owe exclusive possession
of this incomparable interior valley which welded
the Federated States into an indissoluble union.

In the perspective of history, the capture of
Vincennes ranks among the most important
achievements of the Revolutioary period; its narra-
tive is unsurpassed in the Nation's saga. No less
timelyw, therefore it seems, that Clark's own enter-
prise is that of Prof. Hambleton Tapp who orig-
inated the movement for the long overdue George
Rogers Clark Memorial on the eve of Kentucky's
Sesquicentennial.—The Courler-Journal,

IN PEACE PROPOSALS

AVE the salt ready, There are going to be a
H good many peace proposals floating about,

some advanced in good faith, some less dis- ‘
interested. Bach will need a liberal pinch of salt.

The United States Is properly interested in
these proposals. Some of the most violent of iso-
lationists are actively interested in them. Ewven
profound disinterest in the war does not preclude |
eager interest in the peace. It matters to the Unit-
ed States, and it matters deeply, what kind of
peace proposals are made. The United States is
not in the war, and has not the slightest right to
dictate to either side what peace measures it
might advance or accept. But the United States
is in the world, and it is affected (as every one of
us knows now) by whether Europe and Asia can
and will keep the peace.

The réason for the salt is this: The just and
workable peace that is the only kind worth mak- |
ing is scarcely within sight at a time when one |
side in & war holds all the chips. The big winner
in a poker game is usually willing to call quits
when the stack of blues in front of him rises for-
midably. But the other fellow insists on playing
on, hoping for a change of luck.

As Woodrow Wilson said, “Only a peace be-
tween eguals can last.” Until both sides in this
or any war see themselves as equal in power or
potential power, there is no “negotiated” peace;
there is only a peace of compulsion, recognizing the
ill-gotten gains of one, frustrating the legitimate
objectives of the other.

A peacey for instance, |
conquest of small peoples by aggressive warfare, |
is no peace. A peace leaving Europe or Asia in a |
precarious balance between vast militaristic :

l

“legitimatizing” the

forces ready to spring at one another whenever
the chance looks good is no peace. A peace which
assents to any nation or system using the rest of
the world as a mere spawning place for its
propaganda and intrigue .is no peace. A peace
which denies access to the world's raw materials
on equsal terms to all is no peace. A peace with-
out an organized means whereby all can restrain
those who would break it is no peace.

It is just such pinches of salt that must be
taken with every peace proposal that may be ad-
vanced.

It would be a moral crime against mankind
for people of any country fo refuse to consider
nhonestly and hopefully weigh every proposal look-
ing to the war’s end; but peace proposals are
often gift horses requiring the most minute in-
spection.—Ashland Daily Independent.

For perspective on . present
South Pacific tug-of-war between
Japan and Britain, it is well to re-
member that for years Thailand,
then known as Siam, was a pawn
in the power game of the bigger
nations of the Pacific.

In this game the United States
had a hand. For years, American
financial advisers have been at-
tached to the Thailand throne, one
of them having been Francis Sayre,
son-in-law of Woodrow Wilson, now
high commissioner of the Philip-
pirres,

He wooed Thailand on many oc-
casions, including the crnate recep-
tion given the former king of Siam,
who as “‘Supreme Arbiter of the
Ebb and Flow of the Tide, Brother
of the Moon, Hali Brother of the
Sun and Keeper of the Twenty-four
Golden Umbrellas,' came to Wash-
ington in the days of Herbert
Hoover and was regally entertained.

The British were even more in-
terested in the Siamese. British
advisers for a time ran the king-
dom's government, trained its
army, supplied the one or two ships
for its mavy.

But half a dozen yeans ago the
Japanese began preaching the doc-
trine of Asia for the yellow man,
and Siam for the Siamese. That
was how the name came to be
changed to Thailand, a nationalistic
token of home rule.

Reason for Japan's interest in this
small country was not nationalism,
but the fact that a slender finger
of land, about as wide as the Isth-
mus of Panama, called the Isthmus
of Kra, is controlled by Thailand. A
canal through this isthmus, connect-

ing the Indian ocean and the Gulf
of Siam, would give a new short
route from the Pacific to India, ren-
der Singapore impotent, and cut |
three days from the trip between
Indo-China and Burma.

Such a canal would leave Singa-
pore's giant guns and expensive
naval bases guarding an out-of-date
sea highway, almost as unimpor-
tant as the Straits of Magellan after
the Panama canal was built.

That is one reason the British are

out of Thailand.

BRITISH INVASION PLANS

First British plan for an invasion
of the continent (since the start of
the Russian-Nazi conflict) was a
landing in Holland., This, it was fig-
ured, would get sympathetic suppori
from the Dutch; would create a sec-
ond front requiring Hitler to divert
part of his troops and airplanes
from the Russian front.

The original British idea was to
have the United States co-operate in
a landing force. This, however,
scarcely got beyond the informal
suggestion stage, It was immedi-
ately and emphatically vetoed, first,
for political reasons; second, be-
cause Roosevelt did not have the
power to send troops abroad; third,
because of the scarcity of shipping
to transport and supply an Amer-
ican army overseas.

Since then, none of the proposals
for creating a second European
front has contemplated any Amer-
ican participation.

Since then another plan for pos-
sible British invasion of Norway has
been discussed. However, this also
is difficult. The Nazis now have 10
divisions in Norway; more impor-
tant, they have been working fever-
ishly with characteristic German
thoroughness to fortify Norwegian
ports and possible invasion points.

The chief factor holding back the
Britich, however, has been their
lack of armored eguipment. Al-
though the British army is about
2,000,000 strong, only about 750,000
men are fully armed with modern
equipment. And the most serious
defect in their equipment is the lack
of tanks.

Vast numbers of tanks were lost
by the British at Dunquerque, a loss
which has ‘not yet been replenished.
And no invasion of the continent
could be successful without a pow-
erful tank force.

Also, despite the strength of the
Nazi army on the Russian front, a
total of 47 well-equipped German
divisions are stationed in western |
Europe. This is approximately |
700,000 men.

GASOLINE TAXES DIFFER IN
PRINCIPLE

Gasoline taxes were inaugurated
by the state to provide funds for
better roads, but the federal gaso-
line levy is colleefed to provide func-
tions of government, Congressman
Thomas F. Ford of California points
ont in g statement in the “Congres-
sional Record™ opposing proposals to
increase the federal gasoline tax,

“Ability to pay should be the

leties for national defeénse purposes,”
says Mr. Ford adding that “if the
ability to pay factor had been accor-
ded its just importance, it is prob-
able that the federal gasoline tax
never would have been levied,

“Studies by the federal govern-

vehicle owner earns between $20 and
$30 weekly. Experts point out that
one-guarter of all gasoline consum- |
ing vehicles are owned on farms,
and most certainly no person will
seriously contend thot the meager
income enjoyed by farmers can be
stretehed to support a heavy fox
bill.

“The state gasoline tax, severe
penalty though it is, partially may
be justified on the grounds that the
{ revenue therefrom is expected for
the highways wiich the worker
uses)! “Nevertheless,” continues
Ford, “the tax obviously costs the
B worker far mor¢ than would a tax
payment warranted by his small in-
come,

“But no justification can be found
for the Tfederal gascline tax,
which is not a road tax, but is lev-
ied solely to provide revenue to
finance the general functions of the
government and which bears no re-
lation to the taxpayers' income.
Current proposals to increase the
levy rapidly will bs abandoned if
proper weight is given to the abil-
ity to pay factor. This factor, in
all fairness. should be a paramount
consideration in assessing the costs
of general government which should
be bornie by all citizens alike.”
