Affect Yehicle Ownership and Op-
eration? Campaign for Saving Old
License Plates.

Simultaneous with issuance of a
priority order for steel required for
1942 automobile license plates, the
Fodernl Office of Price Administra-
tion and Civilian Supply has called
upen state authorities: to require
motorists to surrender 1941 plates
when new tags are issued. Tt is in-
dicated thai the drive will be entire-
ly on a voluntary basis, with moter-
ists cooperating by leaving old plates
at designated central points.

In issuing the priority order,
DPACS sdys it is being done because
of lack of time to enable states to
find substitutes for steel for
plates. With all steel now on a
preferential use basis, it is doubtful
that steel will be avallable for 1943
license plates. It is estimated that
round 15,000 tons of “scrap steel”
vill be available if the old plates are
tollected.

Attention is called to Connecti-

fith provision for ammual changes
in date, as one method of conserv-
ing steel. California plans to con-
tinue use of 1941 plates in 1942, with
a piece of metal carrying the state
name and year, to be inserted on a
plate in use. In the District of
Columbia, & member of the Board
of Commissioners has suggested
continued use of 1941 plates in 1942,
with a sticker to show renewal.
Other states will undoubtedly seek
to aid the steel conservation pro-
gram and at the same time cut plate
costs.

Enforcement problems will be pre-

sented if stickers are widely used in|

Defense Body Seeks

More Pasture Crops

In keeping with the request of
Secretary of Agriculture Claude R.
Wickard, the EKentucky Agriculture
Defense Board is urging farmers to
expand winter pasture crops and to
increase production of certain win-
ter pasture crop seeds.

M. D. Royse, of Winchester,
chairman of the board, said this ac-
tion is being taken to provide a
larger cash income for farmers, to
produce more meat and dairy prod-
ucts for the national defense pro-
gram, to make better use of the

fie

Suggested crops to be seeded this
fall for winter pasture includes rye,
barley, winter cats, rye grass, vetch
and crimson clover. For seed pro-
duction, veteh, rye grass and crim-
son clover are recommended.  The
seed produetion program offers ad-
vantazes to farmers of providing a
¢cash erop, reducing seeding costs
and providing a more adequate sup-
ply of home grown seed for future
Huse.

Additional recommendations de-
signed to ald in securing a good
stand of winter pasture crops in-
cluded early seeding on a well pre-
pared sced bed ang the use of lime
and phosphate.
