was invented, this method of pass-
| ing on traditions was in use; books
have only given a little more objec-
tive form to it.

A MALE
AN archaism may clutter up the prem-
a bit and yet do no harm.
Again, it may take malevolent
form and be an old sore, a canker, in
the body politic.

In the malevolent archaistic class be-
longs the franking privilege which dates
back to the Continental Congress in
1%75. Thig is the privilege enioyed by
Congressmen and Senators, by which
they mail postage-matter free.

This Act of the Continental Congress,
new then as the borning Republic, and
later approved by the national Congress
jtself, was probably beneficial to the
public in the days when farmers depend-
ed upon their Representatives and Sen-
ators in Washington for information,
when other sources of news and infor-
mation were almost non-existent. The
whole thing was probably introduced
with the best of intentions and it may
have served a good purpose for a time.

But, like many the other “good thing,”
it fell upon evil ways and to a low de-
gree. Soon politicians seized upon this
franking privilege as a means of sending
letters and other material back home for
no reason other than to mend or main-
tain their own political fences. Down
the years, this franking privilege has
been definitely as great a bane to the
postofiice department in its always vain
efforts to make ends meet as the free
seeds distributed by Congressmen and
Senators, years ago, were to your local
geed-dealer.

The privilege has been abused in a
thousand-and-one ways, all these years.
But the good vear 1941 has seen it fore-
ed to a new low.

; This year, the franking privilege, in
the hands of such alleged statesmen as

Senator Burton K. Wheefer, Represen-

tative Hamilton Fish, Senators George
Nye and Worth Clark and others, has
served Adolph Hitler at the expense of
you and me and every other taxpayer in
the country.

These “franked” envelopes issued fo
the gentlemen named—on which the
postage was paid by us all—have, some-
how, found their way into the hands of
Nazi-supported organizations. The F.B.I.
has followed their devious trails till that
has been established as a fact that may
be used as evidence in the courts. Thus
have franked envelopes been used
un-American interests to disseminate
anti-Jewish literature, Steuben Society
speeches and other pro-Nazi propa-
ganda. Disseminated, mind you, at no
expense to the senders—but at your ex-
pense and mine! |

Senator Wheeler's now-famous postal
card campaign with the soldiers and
citizens throughout the country cost the
taxpayers a cool $10,000. His franked
envelopes have been postmarked from
various obscure postoffices throughout
the country—mailed by God knows who.

A few weeks ago a truck, say Pear-
son and Allen in their syndicated news-
paper feature, “The Washington Merry-
Go-Round,” a truck manned by F.B.L
agents backed up to an office maintained
by persons having Nazi connections.
When it left, it was loaded with en-
velopes bearing the frank of various Sen-
ators and Congressmen prominent in the
isplationist movement.

Senator Wheeler, that professed par-
agon of the lovers of liberty and the law
and order without which no true liberty
exists, has loaned his privilege of the
frank to the America First Committee
which has had more time than he in
which to send out material damning
President Roosevelt, the leader of hig na-
tion. He made the loan in the face of the
law which specifically states that the
frank shall not be loaned.

That is the service this archaie law
permitting the {franking privilege to
Senators and Congressmen is giving us
today—at our expense, and at a time
when we all are burdened by a heavy
tax load.

Don’t you think it’s time to repeal this
law ?

Don’t you think it is enough for us to
pay the salaries of Congressmen and
Senators without carrying the mail for
them from no matter what source, for
no matter what purpose?

The British did not rzally push
this idea of an A.E.F., for they
knew politically it was impossible
for Roosevelt, But nevertheless they
did want company in attempting to
land troops on the Continent. They
had plenty of troops in England—in

HITLER'S OIL PROBLEM

Most of the reports from Russia
jook black; and to U. S. army ob-
servers they have been that way
for some time. However, one en-
couraging factor stands out. This is
the question of oil.

Without oil no army or navy can
And despite the tremendous
areas taken by Hitler in all Europe,
he still faces, two years after start-
ing the war, almost the same oil
shortage as before.

Rumania, seized chiefly for her oil
fields, has a capacity of 8,000,000
tons annually. Howeéver, the Rus-
sians bombed the Rumanian oil
fields so badly that production is
now down to about 4,000,000 tons or
ess.

Germany itself has a synthetic
gasoline production of about 3,900,-

| 000 tons, making a total annual pro-

duction today of about 7,000,000 tons.

| On the other hand, Germany is us-

ing oil and gas to operafe its army
at the Tate of about 25,000,000 tons
a year, most of which has come
from reserves. It is estimated that
Germany still has reserves on hand
of 10 or perhaps 15 million tons.

All of which means that the real
pinch will come next spring. In
other words, Hitler has énough oil
and gas to last through the win-
ter. but by the end eof the winter he
absolutely must take the Russian
oil fields of the Caucasus. In fact,
he is sure to stage a terrific drive
to take them even earlier. The tre-
mendous Nazi sacrifices to take Kiev
and Odessa all were because those
two cities are the path of the Nazi
march to the Caucasus.

Russian Chances.

During the coming winter, howev-
er, the Russians should be able to
hold out. The Caucasian mountains
are high and rugged. The Russians
have a huge force in this area,
The British also have rushed
troops through Iran to the border of
the Caucasus.

However, if Hitler's gasoline situ-
ation is even more desperate than
indicated above—which may be
quite possible—then he s almost
sure to putithe pincers on Turkey
‘harder than ever before in order 'to
