maintains such relations with Vichy, This would
depiive Hitler's enemies of a valuable listening
iy and remove a factor which has been important
in ¥eeping an anti-Nazi spirit alive in France.
The Nazis, realizing that French acceptance of
the ‘_-’new order” would be an important plum, are
.orrrigg tempting concessions, such as the release
of Fréench war-prisoners and withdrawal of German
treops from parts of France now occupied, And
Premier Petain and the Vice Premier have dem-
onstrated already that they have neither the abil-
ity mor the inclination to resist Berlin seriously.—

It comes from all the great figures
of the past, who created the 4,000-year-old eultural
tradition of which Dr. Ley dares to brag, the art-
ists, the writers, the musicians, the statesmen and
philosophers. They gaze with blank horror down
the corridors of time at the grisly reversion to bar-
barism being engineered by Dr. Ley and his co-
horts.
