PAY INCREASE
OF $10 GIVEN
TEACHERS

Attendance Decline
May Not Be Sharp
As Was Expected

Floyd county's teacher salary
schedule, submitted this week by
the Floyd County Board of Educa-
tion to the State Department of
Education for approval, provides for
a raise of $10 a month for teachers
of the county over last year’s salary.

The basal salary for 1942, if ap-
proved by the siate department, will
be 875 a month instead of the $65 of
1841.

This pay increase, Superintendent
Town Hall pointed out, is achieved
without any Increase in taxes and
despite the fact that the county act-
ually loses this year approximately
$4,000 In per capita taxes, since the
Floyd school census this year shows
a loss of around 500 children of
school age. Half of the funds requir.
ed for the pay increase was made
possible as a result of the payroll
including 20 fewer teachers than
that of last vear.

The drop in high school atten-
dance this year may not be as sharp
as expected, Mr. Hall said after re-
celving reports from five of the
county’s nine high schools, all of
which began their terms Monday.
Attendance at Wayland., Wheel-
wright and Betsy Layne is actually
above last year’s figures, while Aux-
jer Is on a par with its 1941 enroll-
ment. Prestonsburg high shows a 10
per cent student loss, while Martin,
Garrett and McDowell attendance
had not been reported.

High schools opened Monday with
ecomplete faculties. Employment of
only one high school teacher from
anoiher county was necessary after
Reb Hall resigned his position as
Knott county attendance officer to
return to this county to teach.

Recent purchase of four slightly
used school buses has solved the
pupil transportation problem, sup-
plying 12 active buses and leaving
two as “spares.” The reserve buses
are old machines retired from the
Maytown and Prestonsburg routes,
and both are being repalred for
possible emergency use, New bus
purchases actually give the school
system the services of Iwo more
buses than were available last year.,
One of these serves Middle Creek to
David. The other will serve the
territory between Martin and Gar-
rett.

The motion picture brought about
a new technique in criticism. The
early ‘“tintypes"” were igoored.
Then, as pictures grew in stature,
critice were forced to write about
them. At first, many had a feeling
of hostility, but this gradually dis-
appeared, and today a fine picture
like *“Mrs. Miniver" is reviewed by
the keenest dramatic minds among
the writers of the press.

NEW KIND OF CRITICISM

| EVOLVED BY MOVIES

Motion pictures have evolved a
new form of criticism which the
public pever sees., Pele Harrison
started it, with confldential reports
on pictures to exhibitors. He told |
them what to expect from the pie- |
ture, from a showman's point 0f|
view, to equip them with advance: |
mformation on the handling and ex- |
pleitation of & film. |

An adverse report meant that too
much expenditure for advertising,
for instance, was inadvisable. On/
the other hand, when he praised a
picture, this meant that the exhibi.
tor. was safe in ‘“‘going the whole
hog" in exploitation.

Today there are numerous trade
magazines, which review pictures in
the same meanner and for the same
reason, They tell the exhibitor what |
to expect.  Sometimes audiences foo)
them, however. Audiences may
flock to a picture the trade critics
had no faith in. And vice versa.

For, after all, the only reliable
critic is the public itself,

A few days ago a group of studio
writers and directors were discuss-
ing a certain picture. They picked
holes in the story. They thought
players were miscast. "“When the |
critics get hold of it, you'll see,”
they chorused.

One veteran director spoke up. |
*“Well, maybe you're right,"’ Le re-
marked. *“It looks like nobody's go-
ing to like it except audiences."

He was right. The picture grossed

On several oecasions recently cer-
tain Wall street traders have ob-
fained advanece tips on important
moves to be made by the War Pro-
duction board, the Office of Price
Administration and the agriculture
department.

In one instance cotton brokers got
wind of an agriculture parity price
announcement 45 minutes before it
was made public.

The Mayo State Vocational School,
Paintsville, has received an wurgent
request for draftsmen. This request
comes from the Camp Campbell
project at Clarksville, Tenn., near
Hopkinsville, Ky. The wage seale is
from $175 to $225 per month.

The Mayo School has established
a training program for draftsmen
in its day trade school. This course
is now in progress and it will be per-
missible to enter the eclass af any
time during the year, The school is

state-owned and there is no tuition

charged for this training.

The drafting class is set up for
400 hours’ duration, but if a student
can qualify for a job in a shorter
length of time, he may do so. Cost
of the equipment needed for the
course is from $3 to $4, not includ-
