Morgan's Body Not Defiled, 
Says Eyewitnesses Account 

of Gen. Gillum, under 1lag of truce, 
to Morgan's men.

The body of Gen. John Hunt Mor­
gan, famed Confederate cavalry 
leader, was not dragged about the 
streets of Greenville, Tenn., after 
he had been killed there Sept. 4, 
1864, as is alleged in some accounts 
<lf his death. 

Such is the claim made by the 
late Dr. J. W . Pierce, a member of 
the Union force which surprised 
Morgan at Greenville, and re-print­
ed, in part, here from a yellowed 
DfWspaper clipping supplied by John 
Hughes, of Prestonsburg. 

-The eyewitness' account of the 
raid on Morgan and his men and of 
Morgan's death begins with Dr. 
Pjerce relating how a woman and 
'ber son, fleeing Greenville, told him 
of Morgan's presence in Greenville 
1Uld of his instructions for her to 
convey this information to Union 
lleadquarters at Bull's Gap, Tenn. 

At 10 that night, the bugler sound­

She answered, 
pointing back up the street, "Be­
cause, if you are Yankees, old John 
Morgan is in that brick house on 
the corner, and I hope to God you 
will go and get him." The captain 
urned his horse around and into 

the street and said: "Come, men," 
and led the company to the house 

'designated by our informant, de­
ployed the men along the fence in 
.front and on only one side, the

The morning was clear and the 
sun had appeared in the east; stlll 
the town was quiet save a slight 
hum as of the place slowly waking 
from the night. After the deploy­
ing of our men about the enclosure, 
Captain Wilcox said: "Now men, 
'keep quiet and orderly, and let no 
man dismount or fire a gun without 
my order." Now there was a space

My young lieutenant rode my horse intrepid cavalry general. 
behind me and I allowed him to re­
main there. while we carried out the 
captain's order, he gratefully rid­
ing with me till we reached the reg­
iment. On the way the staff officers 
expressed themselves as thankful 
for the kindness of their captors, 
but were sorrowful and tearfully re­
lated that early in the morning they

Captain Wilcox reported as fol­
lows: "General Morgan came to the 
door carrying a large pistol in each 
hand, and I said, 'Ah, I know you 
are General Morgan, just hold up 
your hands and surrender as did 
your staff officers and you shall not 
be harmed,' and for answer he rais_ 
ed both weapons and puiled the 
triggers, but they only snapped. He 
then threw the pistols to the ground 
and dashing around the corner of 
the house into a vine arbor, was 
nearly out of view when Campbell 
fired and he fell, and when we 
went to him he was dead."

THE first year of World War II is now history, and the Department 
of Commerce has released some figures on national income whic)l 
should be of interest to everyone. 

our total national 'income for 1942, will reach an all-time high of 
$117,000,000,000, according to government estimate. This is an increa. e 
of $22,000,000,000 over 1941, and three times the depression low of $39,-
000,000,000 in 1932. 

This increase in national income is due in part to the production of 
more goods, but scme of it is due to higher prices only, and not to any 
increase in production. U we have any inflation it will be due to in­
creases in prices without any increase in the production of goods. 

Wages and salaries of employed people make up the large·t share 
of our national income. Of the estimated 117 billions, wage earners will 
receive over 80 billion as compared with 61 billion last year. Factory 
workers' wages have advanced much more than the wages of salaried 
employes, and consequently the factory workers are much better o:ff now 
than they have been for a long time. Employes on a fixed salary-eo­
pecially professional people like school teachers, lawyers, etc.-are hard 
hit because their salaries have not increased enough to make up for the 
increase in prices. Thus their purchasing power is down· 

The farmers have made the greatest gain of any class. Net income 
to farmers is estimated to run about 45 per cent higher than last year. 
This is due in part to greater production of farm products and in part 
to higher prices for their products . Farmers are now receiving the great­
est income in our history. 

The picture is not so bright when we turn to business and 
concerns. Although their sales and gross inCome are up from 
it is estimated that because of higher operating costs and higher 
their average net income will be down from 5 percent to 7 percent. 

'this gives us a blrd's eye view of what has happened to income 
dm·ing our first year of war. The outlook for 1943 is bright as far as na­
tional income is concerned, for the Department of Commerce now esU­
mates it will reach $135,000,000,000. But if prices go up a large part of 
this will go to buy more goods than this year and our net savings will 
not go up. This, however, is to be expected in war times.
