Dorothy Thompson has some interesting 
thoughts on this controversial subject in her new 
book, "Listen. Hans." Miss Thompson, one of the 
best kl10\\n women in America today, was a corre­
spondent in Vienna and Berlin from 1920 to 1928. 
In 1934, Hitler barrej her from the Reich for her 
writings. Las t March, she started bro.'ldcasting 
over short wave to the German people, in German. 
She addressed these broadcasts to a German named 
Hars-a real person whom she had known when 
she was there Here was a man she believed to be 
typical of m~::ny mi1dleclass Germans, misguided 
~•d still under the in:fiuence of Nazi ideology, but 
a reasoning human being, capable of being con­
vinced. It does take a deal of reasonablene~s. 

though, to be objective about Germany's crimes 
against millions of defense:ess and enslaved peo­
ples. 

Approximately half of "L'sten, Hans," is the 
English translation of th!!se broadcasts. The first 
part, titled, ··The Invasion of the German Mind," 
l!; an analysis of Germany and the German char­

act.er. 
Miss Thompson warns against any attempt to 

5ell our society to Germany as a ' sort of earthly 
paradise. Germany's view of the U.S . A., Miss 
Thompson reminds us, has been "largely influenced 
by Hollywood films . . . and by descriptions of Dr. 
Goebbels." One of the more popular American 
books there, was Steinbeck's "Grapes of Wrath.'' 

"The average German knows that we are very 
rich," she writes, "but he also knows that, until we 
began active war production, we had a long pericd 
of dreadful unemployment . . . The German 
worker fears unemployment more than anything 
on earth." At all times, she stresses, "we should be 
the advocates of peace for there is one thing in 
which the German mind is not divided . . . The 
German people want peace."

In addition to "Guadalcanal Diary" by the war 

correspondent, Richard Tregaskis, the Book-of-the­
Month Club will distribute Norman Angell's "Let . 
the People Know" for February. This is a forceful 
exposition of the reasons the United States is now 
engaged in a global war. "Guadalcanal Diary,' by 
the way, has made a time-record for itself in the 
publishing world. On November 1, Tregaskis' New 
York office received a letter from him saying he 
had a book, what should he do with it? They 
cabled back to send it on, anj it arrived, via clip­
per, on November 10.
